nia's ' representatives appeared and
knocked for admission. Both acted in
their sovereign capacity In organizingtheir State government and adoptingtheir State constitution. It did not
need any special act of Congress ex-

tending liberty to them so to do: for
in both Instances ths neonle of Cali
fornia and Utah acted in virtue of their
Inalienable rights as free men entitledto the.eujoyinent of free government,and under the general institutions of
Our country that recognize the right of
the people to local
Each State organized a State govern-
ment, adopted a State constitution;
they were equally republican to form
and liberal in spirit, and made a sim-
ultaneous application to Congress for
admission. The answer of the general
government to California was favorable,to that of Deseret unfavorable in other
words they recognized in the one the
rights of local ad-
mitted their senators and representa-
tives to Congress," and the State into
the Union, on an equal footing wit
the original States; while to Deseret
tney nanded duck a Aerritorial form of
government, adopted the Ormnic Ace
and appointed their territorial officers.
Thanks to the advice of our never-deviati- ng

friend General Thomas , L.
Kane, President Fillmore, who suc-
ceeded General Taylor in the Presi
dency, nominated President Brigham
Young as the first Governor of Utah.
Thankful were we even for this partial
recognition of the rights of the peopleto local but strange
tdaay, that in the organization of our
territorial government, it seemed goodto the Congress of the United States to
make the Governor of Utah an integral
part of its local legislature.empoweredto approve its laws or to exercise an
unquaiiuea ana aosomte veto in au
matters of legislation, a feature so

and unusual that it could
scarcely be endured by any other peo-
ple for a period of 33 years except the
Latter-da- y Saints, and in this instance
we are an exception. Two-thir- ds oi
the- - Senate and two-thir- ds of ,. the
House of Representatives can pass anymeasure over tne veto of the Presi-
dent of the United States. The same
way be said of ail too ieisiatares in
every State la the Union; a two-thir- ds

vote of the Legislature suffices
to pass any measure over the veto of
the governor, and this is the rule ob-
taining in the territories as well as the
States with the exception of Utah and
New Mexico. ; i . ;

to concede to them the common right

Under the administration of G ever nor
Young, his efforts were ever directed
With the Legislative Assembly to en-
large and extend the area of freedom
and the liberty . of the . voter and the
rights of the common people, never
attempting to exercise the veto power
much less to enlarge and extend, the
executive prerogatives; and under his
admintstratin,laws were enacted to
provide for various braces necessary to
aomimstor tne auairs oi tne Aerntonat
government as well as those of coun-
ties and municipalities, maklnx them
all elective by . the people or bv their
chosen representatives In Legislative
Assembly united, it seeems to nave
been reserved to one or two of our
late Governors notably our present

I am well aware that the excuse for
all this is the unity of our people the
fact that they are not so greatly dis-
tracted by the efforts of aspiring dem-
agogues an4 political satraps and
that their qwn cqmuiQn sense teaches
them the necessity, under exiting cir-
cumstances, to consider well and
pondsr trje piths of their feet and
unite fn the wisest n4. best measqres
and In the choice qf reliable, honorable
men to fill the "various offices within
the gif t of the people, rather than
divide and admit Into power aspiring
HoTnitsimriiea. We as a ueoule have
adopted the motto that the office should
see tne man tuatwu v --cv
ing the office, and have Invariably
administered to the office-seeke- rs this
quiet rebuke, a ticket-of-lea- ve to stay
at home. The good sense of the peo-
ple has led them to seek out honorable
and non-- spiring rqeq and call them to
C$tv; to ifd'te Offices la the Interests
of the people, not lor plunder and pelf,
but for the reward of ' good consci-
ence and tha approbation of an honest
discerning and approving people. And
this unity of the people has not been
solely a matter of our own seeking,
however daslrahla it la, but measura-
bly the result of outward pressure. If
left to ourselves, unpersecuted. unbe-lie- d,

unscoffed at; if treated with any
degree of fairness and liberality, and
freedom to enjoy tbe rights and immu-
nities ol citizenship, unmolested. I
fear that t? e would soon begin to learq
the ways of wa wicked wiind us, qb
of tho foolish of other countries, and
the heedless, the thousrhtless, and the
Ignorant among us would soon be fol-
lowing political demagogues. - But
it seems to be one of the providences
of God that there should be sufficient
opposition froqj without that is, from
those that are not of us-t-o bind us to,
frether asd enable us to see our only
true interest in seeking to become one.
And that pneqess has not been the
oneness. oJ blindness, a' blind fol-

lowing of - the blind, but has been
tho result of Seers and Prophets and
wise men ana sages and fatuers of the
people forseelng the evil and pointing
It out in that way and manner that au
have been able to view and see it for
themselves.
