Manager Freudenthal Arrives from
Pioche with News of an Im-
portant Strike.

NEW TUNNEL IS PROJECTED.

Will Prospect and Thoroughly Develop
The Stampede Ground-—Copper Ore
Which Averages 4o Per Cent,

- ——e

Fd F. Freudenthal, manager of the
Muanhattan mines of Ploche, Nevada,
arvived from the south this forenoon

and hronght with him several sacks of
very fine looking ore, a part of which
from n new and apparently an
Important strike in the Telephone mine,
which I8 the property of the Manhattan
company. The ore is silver-lead and
was encountered on the 100-foot level,
The vein, Mr. Freudenthal savs, {8 well
defined and measures a little over three
feet In thickness, As to the values con-
tained in the ore Manager Freudenthal
would venture a statement until
he has first learned the result of the as-
says which are now belng made. That
It will run well, however, there Is little
room for doubt, The vein parallels the
Telephone veln, which has been very
productive in the past, The Telephone
property ig locited in Ploche and in the
vicinlity of some of the famous old pro-
ducers of the early days,

Probably the most Important of the
Manhattan groups (8 situated nine
miles west of Ploche, {8 com-
monly known ns the Stampede group,
In a guleh of the same name. The
Stampeda s a copperas well asa lead-
sllver proposition and It was In this
ground that the sensational copper
strike wns muade several weeks ago
The Btampede group covers a low
mountain over which I8 an immense
iron capping  which outcrops for a
width ranging from 2300 to 1,000 feet
and for a length of at least 4,500 feet.
In years past the property was consid-
ered of but little value except for the
fron It contained and there was no
market for it. Mr. Freudenthal after
examining Into It thoroughly reached
the conclusion that the iron exposed on
the surface was nothing more than a
capplng for an immense hody of Cop~
per ore, for he discovered strong evi-
dences of this around the base of the
mountain,  After acquiring some of
the ground through purchase he also
made additional locations and in due
time the present company was formed
and work started

Mr. Freudenthal observed that the
fron veln, had an east anily west strike
while n serfes of quartz cross veins np=-
peared 1o run in a directly opposite dj-
rection, A tunnel was started on one
of the latter, which resulted in uncov-
ering the rich  copper ore previously
noted. The tunnel hns been driven In-
to the mountaln for a distance suffi-
elent to convinee the management that
It had but Ittle more than skimmed
the top of the copper underlying the
Iron capping; the fact was also dems
onstrated by sinking a winze for more
than 15 feet The average width
of the rich copper vein is about four
feet, which runs about 40 per cent (3
per,

On the silver-lead veln ore Ig now
being extracted which ecarrles values
at the basls of 35 per cent lead, 2 per
cent copper, $3.50 gold,
