The Lee Trial.

Beaver, Sep. 14th.
District Attorney Howard, in

opening the case to the jury yester
day, made a concise, clear anil com-

prehensive statement, asserting
that the prosecution would not
seek to convict a whole community
for a crime .perpetrated by a. few
men.

The giving of evidence wll com-
mence A number of
witnesses who testified at Lee's
former trial will do so at this.
Opinion here is divided as to the
probable reatili of the trial, some
express belief that the prisoner will
be convicted while the. latter'r
counsel and others are of oplnioL
the evidence will be insufficient
for n conviction.

Well3, Fargo & Co 's Express
Robbed of $15,083.

No small excitement was created
In the city last night by the news
spreading that Wells, Fargo & Co.'s

express had been robbed on the
Utah Central Railroad of over
$15,000. Last evening when the
6:20 train reached the depot, Wells,
Fargo & Co.'s city express wagon
driver entered the expret.3 car, and
there found William J. Williams
tied up inside and gagged. He was
immediately released by the wagon
driver, who cut away the fastenings
with which he was bound, Mr.
Williams having, however, one
hand, tho loft, looe, whioh ho aniil
he had, by dint of hard pulling
and twisting, been able to extricate.
It was soon discovered that the
treasure box had been opened and
its contents of value, $13,GS", car-

ried off by robbers.
On being interviewed by our re-

porter, Mr. Williams, the express
messenger, stated, in substance,
that the train slowed at a lane a
short distance this side of Woods-cross- ,

to let a woman off, and a few
momenta afterwards there was a

sharp bang on the door of the ex-

press car, causing it to fiy open,
and instantly a couple of masked
men with pistols in their hands,
sprang iu on their hands and
knees, compelling Mr. Williams, at
the muzzles of their weapons, to
hold up his band?, saying, at the
same time, if he would be still they
would not hurt him. They then
tied his hands up to the car,
stretched wide apart, with his face
to the wall. They also tied both
his legs together, and bandaged his
mouth, the binding used being
strips of bleached factory, about the
width of an ordinary surgical
bandage. One of them took
the kevs from his pocket, at
once opened the safe, and then
commenced the woik of pillaging
the express matter. After complet
ing this part of tho business he
states that one of the men opened
the end door of the car, said, "All
right," and shut it again, when
both mads their exit by the side
door, and jumped from the train
Mr. Williams says be can give no
minute description of the robbers,
further than that one of them was
a large, broad-shoulder- ed man, with
long black . beard, and the other
wasBhorter and stoutly built. The
messenger states also that, not be-

ing suspicious of any danger, he
neglectei to secure the upper fas

tening ef the door.
On account of apparent discre

pancies betwixt the statement
made by Mr. Williams and a few
circumstances, ttie Jatter was ar
rested thi morning, about half past
one o'clock, and lodged in the City
jail. Wo understand some of the
grcunds of bis arrest to be that the
manner of his tying up and the
methodical manner in which
large amount of mail matter h?d
been manipulated, each letter
having been neatly cut open
money extracted and the letters re
placed each in its own particular
envelope, besides the men having
to choose the right key from a bunch
of eight others before the safe could
be opened, it is supposed by some
could not be accomplished in the
short space of seven mlnutes,which
is the outside limit of the time the
train takes to travel between the
point at which Mr. Williams said
the rebbers entered the car and the
Hot Springs, near which he asserts
they leaped off.

We understand that three Indi
ana came down on the tender las
eveningjin sight of and within a few
feet of the door of the express car,
and they state that they saw nobody
enter or leave. Attempts have
since been made to break In the
express car door, but it was found
that this could not be done without
either breaking the spring fasten
ing or the door casing, and neither
of these is damaged. In rearc
