iats' clerks. I he fact that hardly a

ay pa ses that we do not hear of some
person belng polsoued through the
oarelessness or ignorauce of some pill
and powder tyro, igh good reason why
all intelligent citizens should protest
against the empl yment by-druggists of
sugh men as have nol passed an exami-
nation before a cbmpetent and im-
partial of wmen appointed for the
purpose. Whea this is Jone we shall
not be in constant and psinful appre-
hension of taking exalic acid in the
disgulse of epsom salts, or sugar of lead
for magnesia,

Now York has awakeued to Lhe ab-
solute necessity of an examiniog board,
aud io that city vo man is considered
eligible fora ghce behind the druggist’s
counter who has not received a certifi-
cate of fitmess from that body. The
first six months’ work of examination
showed the dangers through which the
public had passed in the ignorance of
pharmaceuiical sclence manifested by
applicants for certificates. Thesimplest
school-toy Latin was intelligibie to on-
ly three out of hundreds of applicants,
and a test prescription which mention-
ed as an Jlogredient the timcture of
gentian, and followed by a certain pro-
portion of infusloa *‘ejusdem’” (of the
same) was banded bagk by an ambitious
candidate,who eald that where he work-
&d they did nvt have “Infasion of ejus-
dem,” and In fact he was not acquaint-
ek with the drug, and dida’t believe it
was in the pharmacopela.

The same prescription wa3 laken to
every dru in Broadway, baiween
Grand street and the Everett House.
At this point in a drug-store Lhere was
aman found who bad beer” twenly
years in the business, and who could
not understand the mystic word *‘ejus-
dem.’”” Itistime fora thorough reform
in this matier. When we consider Lhat
only a small proporiion« fthedruggist's
blunders are publiely »wn, and th .t
the results of what we do\ know are so
terrible, we may well demand to be
served by meu who have knowledge of
their busigesza and will not deal out
death to us when we are scekiog for a
pansacea.— Bos‘on Globe.
