len." ' He did not see any one
shoot. He afterwards saw .Mrs.
Meeker wandering around uncared
for and he took charge of her in a
spirit of charity..

It is gradually becoming known
at the agency that it was determin-
ed during the council with thei hos
tile Utes on the ground, that theyshould kill Adams, but afterward
decided to take the oourse pursued.
This portion of the proceedings was
not translated i to him, and he is
now only finding out through
Ouray and other Indians. The In-
dians give testimony In the Ute
language translated into Spanish,
and then into English. The ques-
tions reverse this order.

thing but the truth." : ; , w

This was said with muoh force
and with appropriate gesture, i The
oath, like ail the Indian testimony,
was translated into Spanish by Uu
ray and then into English by in
terpreter Townsend. At first he
was somewhat nervous and tvery
pale, but towards the close of his
testimony he had regained his
wo&ted composure, fie saw noth
ing! heard nothing and took no
part in the killing of Meeker and
the employees and the fight .with
Thornburgh. HeNTound J old
Mrs. Meeker running around loose,
and took her to his .house and took
care of her. : His time was sVmuch
occupied 'with the: care ;ofhwounded hoy that he did not kno
what was ' going wrong. At the
time the killing of the employees
commenced he was in the; Ware
house and does not knew who be
gan the attack. He says - his feel
ings overcame , him and it made
htm cry to think into what a con
dition his I friends ; had ; fal!en.
Meeker told him that in two days
tbe soldiers would come. ; Douglats
replied it would be. better tohave
officers cpme to the agency; and
have a council and try to settle ex
isting, dirncoltles.as- - the Indians
were afraid of the soldiers. Mteker
promised to go with Douglass in
the morning and meet the officers,
but while tney were talking, the
fight with Thornburgh was golBg
on, though neither Douglas nor
Meeker knew it at the time. J

Nkw York, 15.The week at the

Stock Exchange has been the most
eyentful and the dealings the larg-est in the history of the Exchange.'Prices were the highest since the
panic of 1873. and the excitementthe wildest that has prevailed since
war times. . The maenitade of the
deals may be Inferred from Erie
alone, which contributed 600.000
shares to tbe general result. These
are the reported dealings. The act
tuai easiness in etocK was doubtless
very much larger, but ewlDg to ex- -:

tensive and animated tradinir in
stocks, a large amount of businessrauea to be reported. Tnere was
renewed activity and buoyancy in
the share list to-da-y, with a further
sharp rise in many shares. The
advance ranged from one-ha-lf to 11
per cent, and was quite general.as. usual ef late, the dealings were
attended with much excitement.
The largest transactions were in
trunk line shares, which advanced.
Grangers were strong and higher,with a marked advance. Coal
stocks fell off..slightly at Ithe open-
ing, but afterwards became strong
and advanced. Southwestern shares
Were prominent In dealings and ad-
vanced Bharply. Kansas and Texas
1 to 33; the old Missouri Pacific ad-
vanced from 8 to IS; Oregon ad-
vanced to 120 and later dropped to
115. Kansas City and Northern
shares were not dealt In, but In
their stead Wabash, Bt. Louis and
Pacific stock were brought out.
Common ranged between 46 and
47, and preferred 70 and 72. ;

1 1 1 was reported this - afternoon
that Jay Gould had bought several
railroads In the southwest, amongthem tbe Atchison & Pike's Peak.
Reports say he he paid $250 to $300
for the stock of the latter ($1,000.-000- ).

This
has been particularly remarked in
the provision trade where 'the
prices have gone to a figure that
alarms the persistent bears who
have been selling short for two
months.

offices during tbe fiscal year ending
June 30th. 1S79. i

During the year the total de
posits of gold and silver, includingsilver purchases, amounted to $71,-179,6- 01,

of which $12,254,156 were
gold, and $2S.925,497 silver. Of the
above amounts, $33,649,705 of gold
and $28,934,728 of silver were of
domestic production; $193,0S3 of
eold and $106,779 of silver were
United Htates coin, $1,069,793 of
gold and $4,072,919 or sliver were of
foreign bullion; $149,831,971 of gold
and $698,632 of silver were foreign
coin, and $939,951 of gold and $203,-60- 9

of silver were of plate and other
manufactured articles. I

The amounts of gold and silver
separated in the refineries of the
coinage mints and assay office in
New York were $20,759,119. of gold
$10,937,526.87.

The coinage during the year
amounted to $63,312,593, and con-
sisted of 2,759,421 pieces of geld- - of
the value of ,10,878,813 ana Z7,'3j- -
850 pieces of sliver. r -

The actual use of gold as part of
the circulation consequent upon the
convertibility of United Htates
nottslnto coin, it was anticipated
