FINDING PHARAOH.
THK REMAINS OF THE RULER OF

EGYPT IN MOSBS' T1MR.

! la &e Ifay Century are two profuse-
ly ilioetrated articles under the. above
caption, describing the discovery of
Pharaoh's tomb and picturing its cou-tent- a.

From tbe first article by Mr.
Wilson, the photographer, we quote
this account of the way in. which tbe
tomb was located : "In a line of tombs
beyond the rBamesseum lived four
sturdy Arabs, named Aod-er-ttaso- ul.

They eepplied gslcfes and donkeys to
teunttsvwho desired to visit tbe ruins
of Tbebef, and sold tbem genuine and
spurlons antiquities. When they found
a mummy, it being forbidden by law to
selli'i the bead and bands aad feet
were wrenched off. and sold on
the sly, white tae torso was
kicked about the ruined t temples
until the Jackals came and carried
it away. 1 purchased a head and hand
of one of tbe brothers amid tbe dark
shadows of the temple at Qurneh.

arly In 1881 ctrcaxetantlal evidence
pointed to Ahmed Abd ul as
tbe one who knew more than be would
tell. Professor Mespero ceased his
arrest, and he lay in prison at Reach
tor some months. He also suffered
the bastinado and the browbeating of
the women repeatedly; be resisted
bribes, and showed no mel lng mood
when threatened with execution. His
lips told no more than tbe unfound
tomb and not as much. AM Dally bis
brother Mohammed 'regarded tbe offer
of bakshish, which Professor Maspero
deemed it wise to make, as worth more
to him than any sum he miht hope to
real 7. j from future pillaging, and
made a tcleau breast of itbe
whole affair. How tbe four brothers
eovered the bidden tomb remained a
family secret. On July the wily
Arab conducted Ilerr Emit Brngseb
Bey, curator of tbe Bulaq Museum, to
Uelr-el-Baha- rl and pointed out tbe
bldingplace so long looked for. A long
climb it was. up the slope of the west
ern mountain, till, after scaling a great
limestone cliff, a bugb isolated rocs
was found. Behind this a spot was
reached where the stones appeard to
an expert observer and tomb-search- er

to have been arranged by band rather
than scattered by some npheava lof na-
ture. 'There. said the guide: and
there' the enterprising Emll Brngseb

Bey, with more than Egyptian alacrity,
soon had a staff of Arabs at work hoist
ing tbe hagb stones from a well Into
wiiMMntney naa oeen mrown. j.ne
shaft i. bad been : sunk into tbe
solid liooestone to the depth of
about forty feet and was about six
feet square. Before going very iar, a
huge palm-lo- g was thrown across the
well and a diock ana tacsie lastenea
to it to help bring up tbe debris. When
the bottom of tbe shaft was reached a
subterranean passage was found which
ran westward some 24 leet and then
turned directly northward, continuing
Into the heart of the mountain straight
except where broken for about 290
feet by an abrupt etatrway. The pas-
sage terminated in a mortuary cham-
ber about 13 by 23 feet in extent and
barely six feet ia height. There was
found the mummy of King Pbaraob of
the oppression, with nearly 40 others
of kings, queens, princes and priests.
