DUTY OF THE SCHOOL.

Dr. Henry Suzzallo Continues His Lec-
tures at University.

“Duty of the Public School” was the
subject of the lecture delivered yester-
day afternoon at the Unlversity of Utah
by Dr. Henry Suzzallo, Two lectures
are scheduled for today, the first be-
ginning at 4:30 o’clock, and the other at
8:16 p. m., both in the university as-
sembly hall and both open to the public.
In his address yesterday Dr, Suzzallo
said In part:

“School stands charged with an obli-
gation to perform its work more ef-
ficiently than could any other Institu-
tion. The corollary Is therefore that
the school should not attempt to pers
form the responsibilities of the family,
state, vocations and cultural assocla-
tions. School can always take care of
instilling those virtues which are es-
gential in the relationship of all men in
o demoeracy.

“Sex education must always belong to
the family, and religions education
must continually be the primary obliga-
tion of the church. The introduction
of nature study, manual training, art,
musle, is to give special technical crea-
tive power to the individual which the
vocationg could do better, but the func-
tion of these expressive subjects in the
public school 18 not so much to glve
technical vocational skill as to appreci-
nte these aspects with less expenditura
of energy.

“It is common experience that every
man learns better and more lastingly
that which he acquires in and about the
process of practical actlon, The man
who learns only by reading and reflec-
tion is always in danger of forgetting
his knowledge or not being able to use
{t in the manner or order which practic-
al action demands, Expressive sub-
jects in school are no fads: thoy ars
merely a better way of learning that
the world {# always yours, which the
#chool now borrows to make Itself more
effective.”
