Professor Alexander Graham Bell

and his cousin, Dr. Chichester Bell,
nave recent; r made a very remarkable
discovery, which they think is tulet as
important as the transmission oi the
tones of the human voice through the
telephone. - They have discovered that
a laiilnrlet of water or a name of cas
born ins: in a room reproduces every
word spoken and every sound uttered
within a given distance. When two
people Join in conversation in a room
in the evening the gas Whieh burns
above their heads repeats every word
they say, and sounds uttered In the
vicinity of flowing water produces vi-
brations.

To a reporter of a local saner Pro
fessor Bell showed a class disk, upon
which appeared a spiral streak com
posed of tiny little shade lines, placed
together or farther apart to make up
the variations or intensity. The sur-
face was one of depression and eleva
tion. xnis, jrroiessor iseu said, re-
presented sound waves. When the
plate was revolved upon a pivot and
the. 'depressions and elevations con-
veyed to thar by a mlrophone. there
was a repetition of the conversation
then recorded as distinct as when it
was delivered. The undulate surface
representing sound waves was pro
duced by photography. Professor Bell
says that if any one will go to a water
pipe and turn on the faucet so that the
water will fail in a stream to the groundthat water can be made to report the
conversation taking place in its pres
cuer, uu atream win register everysound within hearing of it.

The great object of the inventors
was to record by photography or other
wise the vibrations in the let of water
which correspond to sound waves
the result of words spoken ia the vl
cinltyt to keep the voice ou record
bottled up, as it were, for any length
oixime, ana men, wnen called upon,to let the record speak; This, Mr
