The money was
picked up bya pmall boy, Malcelm
Butler, and was claimed by Tobias,
who said that he pad tossed the coin—

That County Road.—On Wednes-

day we published a complaint from a
resident of Morgan Countiy about the
bad road at Devil’s Gate, near the

Weber County line. It was therein in-
timated thal the Weber people had de-
clined to do thelr share 1o keep-the
road in repair. The Ogden Herald

thus defends the action of the county

officers:

‘“The charge against Weber County
is unjust. The plece of road in ques-
tion has always been a bone of conten-
tion and, it is claimed by Weber
County officials*that if the road was
properly loeated according to the stat-
ute it would be entirely out of the ju-

risdiction of Weber County. That it
s a bad place i8 true, but it.is not
a "county, road of Weber County.
Weber County has in the past offered
to pay her share towards keeping that
piece of road in good conditlon. Every
roffer however has been . re-
used. The county most Interested
in the road is Morgan; Weber County
people travel it very little compared
with the Morgan County folksa. Bat
the latier have absolute refused to
attend to It or even to repairit or assist
in so doing. Davis County Is also in-
terestedibut it is understood that most
ol the trouble arises from the folks on

the east., It would be just as reasona-

ble for people who cross en a portion
ol Weberé) unty from Csche to Richk
counties to require thls county
to declare that road which they
travel for their own convepl-
ence a Weber County road as for Mor-
gan people to ask that Weber County
spend so much money on a small plece
ol road which really beion to or-
gan County and in which ber Coun-
ty people have so little interest. It Is

& matler of regret that this dispute

should continue but Weber County has
really done her share, and in fact,
mwore than her share, in maliptaining
ma: road. Oauar county court has been

ﬂch expense and apnoyance in re-
gard'to the matter and has ppt been

met part way by either of the other
couctles.’
