The decree is to remaln In force
one year, [t empowers the govern-
ment, withput & judicial warrant, to
arrest, lmprison and execute net only
gocialists, but persons sheltering sus-
pects.

Arbitrary as
the decree appears, it is. forced upon
the government by the anarchists’ con-
spiracles. Like the decree of 1884,
when the American saarchists sent
some of ir associates to te burn
Vieana, It Is based upon the very
of extensive preparations té capture
zovernment offices and money which
is stored and which is least protected.
