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THE TIMBER QUESTION.

AT the Iate Territorial Convention
n resalution was adopted that the
Delegate to Congress be requested
to endeavor to procure such amend-
ments and modifications of the
timber law as would relieve the
inhabilauts of the Territories from
impositions of the stumpage
yatem,

More tnan hall a century ago
laws were passed by Congress con-
cerning timber on the public de-
mein. By reading these statutes it
will bediseovered that the object of
these laws was principally to pre-
crve the live oak and red cedar for
thie use of the United States navy,
iron vessels being then practically
unknown. A few years subse-
quently other laws were made on
the same subjeet, which incidental-
Iy mentioned *“other timber™ than
live oak and red cedar as similarly
forbidden to be cut and carried
away. But still the principal
welght of the law applied to ship
timbeor. The penalty for the breach
of this law was fine and imprison-
n:ent.

This might be all very well, past
a certaln point of use necessary to
settlement of the country,in flat,
ot rolling, or slightly mountainous,
thickly wooded regions, where one
fiad nothing to do but drive one’s
wagon or sleigh right into the tim-
ber and cut and haal away the
same without any other trouble or
cxpense, Bat that situation does
not exist in this region.

In the first place, this whole
Perritory and mountainous region,
when those laws were made, was
considered waste, desert, scarcely
Liabitable land.

In the second place, costly ex-
perience has proved that in regard
to that matter those early views of
this region, if not wholly, were
very largely, truoe.

In the third place, there is no
timber in this Territory of easy ac-
cess, excepting in a vely few in.
stances, and that is scarcely fit for
anything but firewood and  a little
perhaps for fencing, and conse-
quently ean hardly be dignified
with the name of timber.

In the fourth place, such timber
23 there i3 in this Territory, and

Lile

caun properly be called such, is situ-
ated, In almost every instance, on
the precipitous sides of the moun-
tains, up steep and rugged cafions,
inaceeszible except at the outlay of
enormous means to male roada and

keep them in repair for miany miles

up Lhe caiions,

The Pacific railroads are account- |
eda wondearful trivmph of ths in-
genuily and enterprize of man!
Why? Surely not because milles
and miles of track were  laid|
across the plains with  scarcely |

any grading at all! No. Bul be-|
cause of the difficulties encountoer-
ed in crossing the mountains and
going threugh the mountain de-
files. Now ull these difficulties, to
a very great degree, were previous- |
ly encountered and overcome by
every city and settlement in Utah,
merely to obtain firewood to keep |
the settlers warm, and such knotlty,
gnarled, scrubby timber as the ad-
jacent mountains affurded to Luild|
houses and bridges and make fcn-:
ces. In consequence of this condi-|
tion as to the timber supply, Lhe
lawa ia question
hereabout, in

ancient timber

were considered
courts and out, as practically obso-
lete, dead, Inappiicalle to this re-
gion. There is hereabout no live
pak or red cedar, no timber suitable
for naval purposes, no timber to
export, not timber enough to sup-
ply the settlers with fuel, fencing,

and houscroom. DMillienz of feel
of lumber have lLecn imported to
Ulah, and much is imported every

year.
This virtually obsoleteanml really
inapplicable old law, however, it
Appears, has been resurrected by
the land oflice, and by the spite of
federal oftficers who have been sent
here, but who have no sympathy
with the struggles, trials, welfare,
and prosperity of the citizens, nor
any interest in common with them
in building up and developing this
naturally forbidding and inhospit-
alkle portion of the country.
We said resurrected the old, ob-
golete law. But such does not ap-
pear to be strictly the case. Ralher
have aseries of rezulations been in-
stituted which allow private per-
sons to take timber for their own
individual use, and provide stump-
age rates for timber cut and sawn
for sale. DBut these stumpage reg-
ulations are not administered with
fairness and impartiality. They
are rather administered with Irra-
tional partiality and fitful spleen,
made the means of venling parti-
san spite, the basis of oppressive
exactions and mean ofticial ty-

ranny.
The attention of Cengress, Lhere-

fore, to this subject is really de-
manded by the exigencies of the
gituation, so that legislation may
be had of a nature'more fitly applic-
able to the character of the coun-
try, and which shall be shaped in a
manner to give less epportunity for
the infliction of the oppressive ex-
actions, the manifestation of the
petty tyranuny, and the playing of
the fantastic tricks of men dressed
in a little brief authority.

Theaver-
age i3 over one per cent of the total
business firms. The average for
the years 1573 and 1875 was barely
one, and prior to that only a half
per cent, but the average of last
quarter’s liabilities, per insolvent,
irlll OVer n th}rd,t}: reduction from
the avemage for the correspondin
quarter of last year. 'I‘llar;ovaragg
indebledness of insolvents outside
of New York, has increased about
as it has increased here. A large
decrease is reported for California
and Pennsylvania.
