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THE SCHOOL TAX QUESTION.
JUDGE ZANE'S RULING FILED TO-DAY.

HE DECLARES THE PROCEEDINGS OF
THE TRUSTEES REGULAR AND]
THE TAX VALID.

This Is a bill for an injanction by L.
S, Stevens and thirty-six other resi-
dents and taxpayers of the Seventh
School District of Salt Lake County,
against the trustees of school and the
assessor and collector of that district
and the county collector; praying that
the assessment of a tax purporting to
to be for the purpose of building a
school house in the district, be annul-
led, and that the defendants be per-
petually injoined from collectiug the
same, In view of the charges im the
complaint, tire {nvestization of evi-
dence on the Lrial bas necessapily taken
& wide rapge. Among other things the
allegations are that the Charch of
Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints dom-
inates this Territory, with respcet to
political and educational matiers; Lthat

sccording Lo is doctrines, the
head of the Church and
thos=e in authority have a

right to coonsel an.{ advise the action
of Its members in secolar 48 well as
splritual matters; and that it s their
duly to yield obedience o such coun-
s¢] and sdvice; that the trustees of
schools, or the majority of them in
cuch distriet are mwembers of this
church, and in necarly all cases select
tenchers of thelr own faith; thatin
obedience to the counsel and advice of
the church, they teach its doctrines
and tepets, and that such has been and
wili be the ense in the Seventh District;
that because the complainants and
other residents und tax payers of the
district will not permit their children
to be tanght the Mormon religion, they
are  deprived of the benetlts of the
schiwool. The effect of the allegutions
is that the law intended to provide a
tax to suppbrt common schools, is he-
inz uwed to furnish funds to erect a

seotarian school building, Te
use the law for such a pur-
pose would bhe a fraud wupon

the taxpayer, and for that reason onght

to e injoined. It would also be a vi-

olution of the l:rinulplc of the first
amendivent w the Constitution of the
United States, which declares that

“Congress shall make no law respeci-
ing an establishment of religion, or
profibiting the free exercise thereol™”
If Congress could not do this, it cannot
delegate the power to Lthe Territory. A
tex for such a purpose would be a vio-
lation of the fundamwental prirciples of
free government, because the State
consists of all of us, and it eanpol sct-
tle all those controversies which have
aplit mankind into innumerable sects;
norcan itdeterinine which one of those
viurions crecds all shall support. In
the predence of just laws all men pos-
sess equal rights; justice in its last an-
alysis is equaloness. The great end of
municipal government is the protection
of 1iegats, and were it to use the taxing
power, or permil it to be used, to ex-
tort money from sene class of people in
aorder o appropriaste it to the support
ufl Lhe n-"l;;i-m of another e¢lass, it
it would violate the rights It way in-
tended to protect: it would trespass
on that freedom which It was commis-
sioned to guard—it would betray its
trust. The allegations in the com-
plaint with respect to the doctrines
endl tenets of the Church, and the
claims of its head and others in au-
tharity, arve substantially proven. And
the weighit of the evidence shows thal
as a general rule, though not in all
viases, Mormons are employed to teach
the public schools. But it does uol

sbow  that sectarian instroction is
given in such schools ax a general
rule—it does show that it is given lo
SO, .

While the evidence s conflicting as
to the Seventh district, the weleht is
azalnst the proposition that scetarian
doctripes have been and dare  pow
taughi therein. The evidence does not
rii=e A suflleient probability that such
doetrines will be taaght in the house
to he erected with the tax in question.
e tax is in pursnaoce of a valid law,
and the building is to be erected
on a Jot of ground, the title
to which I=in the school trustees. The
evidence fuils to show that Lthe tax iy
being raised to bulld a scowarian
school house,

A common school where needed Is
an object of taxation in which all bave
an interest, and which all must sup-
port. For the social forces affect each
member ot the social erganization,
and the causes that nake society better
bencfit us all. ‘The perfection of so-
ciety depends  upon Lhe per-
feetion u} its units. The com-
mon schoolfisja means of perfect-
ing society. The education whieh it
affords streopgtlens the mental and
moral perceptions and adds welzht Lo
the obligations olduty ; It cuts out the
venom of superstition which vexes
and torments bumanity, and perse-
cutes and tortures truth; It enlightens
the mind, elevales it from groveling
thitxs sud widens the ticld of thought.

I at any thpe Lereafter it shall be
madle to appear that the house erected
tax, or aupy other erected
with a ke tux withjn the jyrisdiction
of the court, is being used for Chyrch
purposes Lo the iu)ury of the school,or
that the school therein is being taugnt
the creed of sny: sect, it will be tue
duty of the court to prevent . by i1n-
jusction such uge and such instruc-
tion. ;

Another ground alleged for the in-
Junction is that the notice of the mect-
ing to equalize the assessment is in-
sutlicient, because the particolar as-
sessinent is not deseribed with sufiici-
«nt certainty., The purpose of the
‘neeling is stated to be to hear aud de-
termine complaints, if any, ju regard to
the sssessisent, valuation of any pro-
perty in the distriet and Lo equalize
atid correcet the same. The uotice
shonld be ijuterpreted in the Heht of
the circumstances upder which the
taxpaycrs inust have read it The trus-
tees are described in the notjee as
schiool trustees; as such they could
iave no right o equalize any other
Lhan a schisol tax, And the evidenceis
that the tax iwguestion was the onoly
school lax assessed last year; therefor
the notice ¢ould buve referred (0 Lo
othey,

it is also clalmed that the tgx shiould
e cojoined, beciuse the lyw uuder

which 1t 18 assessed anthorizes the
trustees to  rewit the _taxces of
any indigzent persan Lo any
amount npot  exceeding five dol-

lars on any azsesswent. It this pro-
vision was of no force, It i= not s»con-
necled with the others as Lo vitiate
themn. Were any abatemuent to be uade
and the asscssment of other taxpayvers
raised, it may be that they might de-
cline Lo pay the increased amouut; but
tive fact Lthat certaio needy persons are
not required to pay ib, does not autho-
rize the Court to restrain the collee-
tion of the sntire tax.

The complaint plso allegzes (hat the
"school in question i3 only partially
supported by a pubillc tax—that tuition
is aiso exacted from its patrous, aod
that, therelore, it is not a common
school. To the extent Lhat it is sup-
pourted by g publictax it is a public
school. The pstrog might have just
grounds of compinint becausp he & re-
quired to pay tuition, but the tax-
paver as such should not complain be-
cause lie is not reqaired to pay more.
This isa tax Lo build a house,and there
is no softiclent evideoece to show that a
tuition fce will be charged when the
school gets possession of it,

The prayer for a perpetual Injunction
Is denied, and the temporary restrain-
Ing order Is dissolved and the bill is
