road grants, ' the increase in the
area .taken up by settlers under
homestead and timber culture laws
has been suflldient not only to
counter-balanc-e this falling oil, but
to make the aggregate disposals for
the year greater by 617,201. acres
above the total for the previous
year. The increase in homestead
entries was 841,763 acres, and in
timber culture entries 896,139
acres. !

; Owing to the existing laws for
the disposal of public lands for
homestead and timber culture, It
is shown that daring the last fiscal
year with a larger disposal of land,
there was received from all sources
