mechanism to working, is the thing
needed.” Tihe nearest approach to
the vocal type writer is Mr. Edison’s
phorsograph. This 1s really a more
difficult and comprehensive machine
thim the one imsgined, since it hag not
only the patience to be talked to but
the virtue of talking back. Ten years
ago when Mr. Edison set himself to
work on this device he was confronted
with the appareat impossibility of re-
produciog tones with absolute dis-
linctness 80 that they might be recog-
mzed as ecoming from the persen
speaking them. This difficulty has
just beep overcome in his ‘‘perfected
phonograpb,” according to the
assuracces he has given a contempor-
ary.
