several hundred was successfully landed
on the east coast.

Until quite recently these shore wha-
lers were Illy requited fur their captutes.
The financially omnivorous limllord,
called Ihe "laird" here, true 10 his
octopus Instincts, claimed the right, up
to IKJ9, totaxlhepoorShethndersone
half ot ihe entire proceeds nf all whiles

third. Ill .September of lint year the
cliini was resisted in the courts, the
w balers won their cause, and the "lairds"
hive tlncu been compelled to content
themselves with the meager enjojment
of witnessing, rather than profiling by,
Ihe hazardous work.
