Had a Perilous Trip Across the
Flood Districts of Muddy
Valley.

WALKED FORTY-EIGHT MILES.

Is Pleased With Ontlook for New
Southern Nevada Mining
Camp,

Afted an absence from home of near-
ly three weeks, L. A. Copeland, pres-
fdent of the Nevada Gold Butte Mines
company, made his uppearance nt home
this morning after having visited the
property of that corporation in the St,
Thomas minlyg district in southeasts
ern Nevada, The return tip was any.
thing but plessunt, for after he had
gone Into camp, the flood gates were
opened and that great expanse known
as the Muddy vailey became inundated,
making the roads impassable for days.
The Virgin river wes swollen out of
Its banks und those who happened to
be caught on the other side were en-
tirely cut off from communication with
the outside world,

From Gold Butte Mr, Copeland was
accompanied out by O, Wiser, manager
of the property taken up by the Gold
Mountain syndicate and located ads
Julning the Gold Butte property; also
by John MeFarland, a mining expert of
this city, who had spent some thne in
making a Study of conditions in the
district and of a certain copper prop-
erty In particular, At Moapa, the trio
were jolned by Walter Jennings, man-
anger of the Grand Guleh mine and who
had been hung up at that point In
hopes that il communication with
Salt Lake might be re-eatablished.

From Moapa, the party boarded a
train from the west, which took them
to Leeds, 'This was on Sunday., Prom
the end of the track a start svas made
on the long walk to Minto, the most
southern point reached at.the presant
tme from Salt Lake, a distance of
about 42 miles, reacning there Just in
