Wary capitalists and
experienced speculators:' knew Just
What that pressure was, and how and
where to apply it; it was not moral
suasion, nor .the purchase of property
of the malcontents, nor the legal con-

demnation of any conflicting property,
nor au j thing of that kind; oh.no they
could expend their money and efforts
io better advantage, and they did it., A
handsome sum was raised it ran into
the millions and placed at the dis-

posal f certain aldermen of that great
tity a city noted for the honesty
of its politicians and' the purity of its
methods. It was not a bribe, of course
not; but to statesmen Who con-

tinuously gave audience to the
founder of a qraat enterprise and
attention to the details of that en-

terprise, all this being apart from their
regular lutles,aad to pay incidental ex
penses, etc., this small 'sum was placed
at their disposal. The "poodle" was
absorbed, he Jrancbise fwas granted
and the Broadway road Is now pouring
wealth into the exchequer' of the com
pany, ine aldermen wdo di
vided . the profits like the cele
brated murderer Jof' Scotland,
Burke have had their names and
crimes associated, and cow they .are
known as "Boodlers." :NearIy all have
been captured, however; a few have
escaped to Canada, and a few are al-

ready behind bars for long termj, with
a prospect of not being separated from
their former associates for a great
length of time. . ik -

The Boston Herald has the following
comments oa the religious situation :

"1 hree denominations present them-
selves Just now in an interesting atti-
tude before the American public. The
churchmen at Chicago are trying to
find a new name for their church, and
are not meeting with success in the
search. The Congregationaiists are in
a wrangle over the question whether
there is any chance for one to be saved
in tbe next lite who has not been a
Christian In this. Tbe Unitarians are in
a contest whether t bey shall goto the
full lengths of free thought, and take a
theifetic position, or revert more fully
to the faith of the Christian world.
Each is making au effort to put itself
better iu accord- - with the best life of
the age, and is feeling its way cau-
tiously along the lines of practical
thought and legitimate development.
One ought to have large: sympathies
with these changes, because they re-
present attempts to make tbe churches
which are behind them broader and
more in accord with the pro-
gress of American life. Mere free
thought, though many think it delight-
ful, leads nowhere and means noth-
ing; but when it is related to the larger
grasp of truths that have been imper-
fectly developed in current life, it be-
comes a great power for health of
thinking and fur wholesome acting oa
the part of the people at lare. 'One
may or may not approve of atiy one of
the chauges that are now impending in
each of these" religious "bodies", but the
fact that they are not stagnant, that
tbej are not bcoud the influence of
better Ideals and better methods of
thinking or working, is lull of .encour-
agement for those who look at all re-
ligious movement as a part of the best
life of the times.

"Recently, la Forsyth County, Ga.,
the headquarters of the holiness agita-
tion in that State, George Tuck and
wife and Edward Manning were at tbe
house of Bud Manning.

; The matter of the dls?ted
doctrine is now likely to be
brought to a speedy issue.
Three prominent Uongregationalists of
the old school, two of them retired
pastors, ihave brought charges of
.hereby against five professors of the
Seminary, twbo are members ; of the
editorial staff of the Andover Review,
t heretofore authoritative orgun of
the denomination. The alleged heresy
consists in the Idea "that heathens who
died without hearing the Gospel have
another chance for salvation instead
of going straight to hell."

It appears that Andover Theo-

logical Seminary is in- - great
part supported by a trust land
conditioned upon the doctrinal
views of the professors, and here lies
the ground in which the dispute will
yrobably be carried into the civil
courts. An ecclesiastical tribunal
termed the Board of Visitors Is shortly
to hold a session at Andover for the
purpose of determining whether or not
some of the faculty 'of the Seminary
are apostatizing, and the indications
now are that there will be an extensive
schism in the sect throughout the
United States, as well as a gigantic
law suit In the civil courts, imperiling
the existence of its principal school of
training for ministers.
