The Distribation of Palronage.

WasSHINGTON, 28.—Senators Ceck- |
rell and Vest and nearly all the repre-
sentatives from Missouri are In the
city at present. Thelr eastern tour is
toendeavor to secure the displace-
ments of the various federal officersin
that State by democrats. Owing to the
failures of the members of Congress
from Mlssouri to agree upon auy one of

ing been taken while it was in the
course of vransportation and still un-
der the charge of the expresscompany.

Reach’s Cruisers

WASBHINGTON, 23,—A letter tas been
sent by the Secretary of the Navy for
the Information and guidance of the
Naval Board recently appolnted to aE-
praise the work and material of the
uncompleted cruisers, Boston, Atlania
and Chicago. The Secretary instructs
the Board that *‘the contract is youor
only retercace for vour auathority and
duty.”” The valldity of the contract,
he declares, is unassailed, and says
that unlike the case ol the Dolphin,
there is no specific requirement as to
speed. Na suggestion or lotimation,
says the Secretary, has ever becn made
by the Departinent that the work upon

Iy performed. The letter goes oo td
say: *'You are not assisting in the
carrying out of any secret comprouiise
or arrangement between Lhie parties,
the terms of which you are mot ad-

vised."” The Socretary incldent-
ally remarks that the wov-
ernment will douabtless fiand 1t
wise to lete the vessels where
they lie, but this calls for no con-
sideration from the The duty
whizh the on the
board is defined a8 be to ‘"examine
the work and ia the three

ships, and uscertain and declare the
fair market value thereof, including
reasonable and custo margin of
profit upon so much the work as
shall have been rily per-
formed.”
