NEW CANAL PROJECT.

ANOTHER GREAT WATERWAY TO RE-
CLAIM THOUSANDS OF ACRES.

South of Tempe to the line of the
Pima rescrvatiob, twelve miles distant,
lies perhaps the finest body of lapd in
Arizona. Fertile snd pleasantly sito-
ated its patural capabilities are unex-
celled, while conveniently located foi
ehipping over the M. & P. its rroduct.
The whole extent of country s loca-
ted, most ol it under the desert land
law, and the owners have been for
some lime castlog around for the nec-
essary water for reclamation. The
Tempe canal commands all the ground,
hut ils organization is a close one.
The project deemed most favorable i»
to obtaln the water by way of the Utsh
or Jonesyille canal right of way and
through its exteasion southwestward
untll the mountains sonth of Tempe
are reached, near the prolected town
of Kyrene.

The original Utah ditch carries about
2,000 inches and the extension but lit-
tle more, These ditchcs will there-
fore be much enplarged and a new
canal of greaer capacity excavated from
the present terminus of the extension,
at the north end of Alma avenue,Mesa,
for a distance of over tenmiles. Over
thirty scctions are to be supplicd, ors
matter y of some i(twenty tLhousand
agrrs, The estimatcd cost of all thie
work is §63,000, but it wouid be eafer
to double the amount. A

A mliminlr} meetiog was held last
Thur®™ay, atjthe Tempe bhotel, by
members of the Lhree organizatiops
interested—that is to say the Uiah
ditch, the Utab extension snd the pew
compapy, which isto be dubbed the
“‘Tempe Valley Capal.'”” Nothing del-
inite. was. reached regarding the
matter, but anether meeting was ar-
ranged for to-morrow, when a plan of
action may be determined npon.

This is a most important move, one
tbat will ture the country south of
Tempe into & veritable garden.—Sali
