There IIs ot course nothing In the re-

port that Chllo Intends striking a blow
at the United States hut It tho gov-

ernment ot the little South American
republic ever entertained an Idea
tolnlng Spain In the present struggle
that Idea will bi carefully concealed on
tho receipt of the news from the Philip-
pines

Chile may not hive any particulArly
friendly feelings for the United States
Many Yeasts ago some Chilean miners
were dilven out of California Later
our government Interfered between
Chile anti Peru and prevented the
tmrnr country from annex some
rich provinces belonging to the neigh-
boring country and then In 1S31 when
the United Bwtes refused to recognize-
the belligerent rights of the provisional
government which finally carried the
vlctoj the Chileans exhibited very
bail temper towards the United States
minister Mr Tgan and arrested some
American citizens During this un
ilcnsintness as will bo remembered
sailors of the U S llalllmore uere nt
looked bj a mob and two died from
Injuries received The demanded sills
Mellon was slow In forthcoming and
war was threatened

Tho Chileans do not forgive and for-
get and probably they would emhrar
nn opportunity ot revenging them-
Selves but tile Spanish war will riot
afford that Opportunity
