remitted..' it is by attending to certain
ordinances that the blessings of eter-
nity are sealed upon us. and by which,
in the plain language of the scriptures,our calling and election are made sure.
But we must obey those-ordinances ia
faith or --their efficacy will-no- t? avail.
Our tlders go abroad and! preach - to
the world, and lhelr hearts are filled
with charity, and loving ; kindness- - to-
wards --v. their fellow i? creatures.
They administer to the sick among
the Saints. J and ' they are ' often
called upon to administer to those who
do not belong to the church, to whom
they administer, accbrdlng to their
faith, and thus the '

power of faith
through the ordinance of God is made
manifest among the children of men.

But there is one ordinance that the
Elders may have perhaps neglected
and 1 do not know but I have myself
and that is, that ;: if we enter a house
and the people thereof receive us, there
our peace should abide.

Let as instil faith into
the tender hearts of our children, faith
towards God, obedience to their par-
ents, obedience to the authorities of
the Church, that wnen tney come to
years of accountability they may take,
hold for themselves, with a hearty,
strong and loving relish for the prin
ciples of the Gospel of d ivine truth.
Let us endeavor to realize tne im
portance of this matter. And what is
that other thing we want to preserveto them? It is this : as they come to
this life Innocent, if men and women
can be taken through this life innocent
and sin not before the Lord, and re-
ceive of His Spirit and walk In the
light of it,so that while passinirthroujrh
this state i of probation they
shall "have maintained a condition
of innocence -- through the blessing of
the everlasting gospel, they will have'
accomplished a wonderful thing the
great object and purpose ot ther mor-
tal lives. This is the great thing to bo
sought for to preserve that innocence
witn wnicnurcniidren are Dorn, and
in which, they are permitted to live

few years, at any rate, free from the
power of Satan. - it seems to me that
if we contemplate this matter in the
light pf revelation, we ought to see its
importance, ine LKra nas given to ns
the privilege. X)f being united in the
holy marriage covenant for time and
eternity: We-loo- k forward to inherit
ing tne blessings oi me Kingdom i
God with our children, and that to
their increase there shall be no end.
This was the gospel that waa preached
to Father Abraham that he . and Ms
children and his generation should
becotr e as the stars in the heavens for
multitude, and like tne sands on the
sea shore that cannot be counted. We
look for blessing, dominion, exaltation
and glory in the eternal ' wonas
through similar means,

now. men. my oretnren and sisters, i
wish to ask a question at this state of
mv discourse.- - Kealizinir somethinsr of
the value which the. heavens set upon
the children; remembering that the
Prophet Joseph Smith himself taught
and left on record in bis history that
little children who depart this life be
fore they come to the years of account-
ability go back to the presence of God ;
that many children- - were of so excel-
lent a spirit that God, in His grace and
mercy toos tnem away irom tne ad
verse conditions oi this life that they
might not be required to suiter asmauv
others bad to; this being their position
before the heavens, what are we to
think of parents, who, having these
principles before them, turn their chil-
dren over to onr avowed enemies to be
educated, knowing that their policy Is
to break down "Atormonism," especi-
ally the authority of the Priesthood to
counsel,dlrect and govern the people
l say, what are we to tninx oi sucn
parents? How can those people do
such things and be iustixied th the Sinbt
of liodf It seems to me they must be
consummately ignorant . or con
summately wicked to do . ; such
a ining. i snouia :. imnK n rignithat such be refused certain
privileges of the Gospel until they had
a better idea in regard to tbesetnings.ido not see how they can themselves feel
tnattney nave a rignt to open up to
further Intelligence, or to have further
blessings bestowed upon tb,em, Jf peo
ple are so insensioie to ana, so

for blessings already confer-
red, how can thev exnect more? Uh!
that such people would turn round and
understand tne looitsnness and sinful-
ness of their course, for if they do not
repept, their action will bring sorrow

will come with sorrow to their craves.

It appears in contemplating this sub-
ject more especially since the great
