fully aware of this fact. But when
they thought they had torn up"Mormoniam" by the roots and cast
it oat to dry up aud wither under
the parching, blighting influence of
hostile public sentiment, behold,
they had only transplanted the tree
into new and better watered soil.
Instead of destroying our confidence
in the promises ot Ood to us, it had
Uw tendency to strengtbeo our
faith, to increase our knowledge and
experience, thus fitting and prepar-
ing us for the future that lay before
us.

Finally they succeeded In takingthe Ufa of the Prophet and that of
his brother; and they shed the blood
of our honored President who sits
here to-da- y upon this stand. They
thought then they had accomplish-ed their hellish work, they thoaghtthen the head and front, or root and
branch of "Mormoniam" was des-
troyed. But was it? No; it onlymade us stronger in faith and more
united in purpose. "The blood of

I wish to enter here my avowal

be found within the confines of this
republic, and perhaps anywhere else
upon the face of the earth; and we
in l nd to continue to be law-abidin- g

so far as the constitution il law of
the iJtr.-- is concerueoj sunt we ex-
pect to meet the consequences of
our obedience to the laws and com-
mandments of God like men. These
are my sentiments briefly expres-
sed, upon this subject.

Behold they shall, for I have decreed It, be-
gin to prevail against mine enemies from this
very hour.

And by hearkening to observe all the
words which I, the Lord their Uod, hall
speak unto them, they shall never cease to
prevail until the kingdoms of the world are
subdued under my foet, and the earth is given
unto the Saints, to possess it for over and
ever.

But inasmuch as they keep not my com-
mandments, and bearken not to observe all
my words, the kingdoms of the world hail
prevail against them.

For they were set to be a light unto the
world, and to be the saviors of men,
