Coast Survey.
Washington,. 27. It was con-

templated by the Secretary of the
Navy to fit out the sailing vessel
Portkmovth, at present tbe training
ship at Mare Island, Cala., navy
yard, for the purpose of making a
running survey of the coast of
Guatemala, but on examination of
the Vessel, it has been found that
the cost of repairing her would be
greater than was at first estimated,
and, therefore, the idea of seeding
a vessel to that coast has been
abandoned for the present. Con-
stant efforts have been made with-
in the past three or four years to
obtain an appropriation of $150,000
for tbe construction of two schoon-
ers and one small steamer, similar
to those used on the coast survey,
for the purpose of surveying on the
Pacific Ocean, and, at the same
time, to look after American inter-
est In those waters. Much good
has been accomplished by survey-
ing and taking soundings in the
Pacific; but the necessity for two
or three smaller vessels has been
seriously felt, and should Congress
make an appropriation for their
construction, ihey could be kept in
service at comparatively small cost,
and render valuab le aid to our com
merce on the Pacific.
