B. Y. HAMPTON’S TRIAL.
HUW IKELAND PACKED THE JURY.

“'NO 'MOERMONS’ NEED APPLY."

After the impanneling of the grand
jury In the Third District Court this
morning, the case of the People vs. B.
Y. Hampton, charged with conspiracy
with Mrs. Ficlds, to entice the**muoral”’
F. 0, I1.'s from the pathis of “virtue,"
was taken up. Judge Hoge interposed
the following challcuze to the panel ot
jurors :

Mr. Sheeks contended that nader the
common law a challenge oo the srowud
of bias avaiost the defeodant on the
part of the officer sclecting the jury
was rood, At a former torm of this
court another open eendre had beeu Is-
sued, sod hail been served by the ssame
ulficer, nnder Lthe same Ccircuoistancs
It was a well-known factthat the over
whelwmiog majority of those elizible fur
jury duty were “Mourmons,"" and the
officer 1o selecting pon-*Mormoens'
bad shown bhwself **wiser thao the
law."" His actuon had no appearancy
oo fairpess, In view of tae feclises
will Kuown Lo exist jo the comnmuning
I'lie defleodant coaid uot bave a fui
Lriwl belore such a4 jury.

Mr. Varian replicd at some length,
arcuing that maay of the reasons ex-
isting at common lxw, reguiring himpar
tinlity, did not exist st the present
timie, s defendants had wore liberal
privileges; and unless Jurors violated
their oaths, the Jury could be pureed
Forwerly the officer was required to be
tmpartial, but pow the defendant bad
4 (Liffereal means of relief. T'be
projudice of the weilcer should
not Le held as 4 ground of
c¢hallenge. The Marshal might by cor
ruption tlunn the complexion of Lthe
jury, yet it did notafford a cause of
clisdlenge Tue defendant had uo
richt to be tried by members of the
“Mormaon'' Church, Whether  the
Marshal was or was not prejudiced had
nothlng to dowith the case. e poted
uoder s oath of oMee.  The cliwrge
that the Marshal sclected persons
whaom he bellieved would be ore
lavorable L0 Lhe prosecution than Lo
the defense was not a vroand of «eu-
eral challenge.

Judge Hoge contenided that the ques-
Lo st issue was whetber “he charge
ayninst the Marahal was sullicicotly
specille, in claimivg that that otllcer
had acted 80 45 to deprive the detenil-
aut of bls right to & trial by 8o jmpar-
tial Jury. The very authorlty clteil by
Lhe prosecution sustxined the position
of the defveuse. 10 the Marshal sefect
vd wen who were favorable to Lhe
prosccution, it would be mawlestly
unfair to try a man before =uch
i jury. The dJefense did  not
clafm  the right to o  trial by
“Mormons,'"" but I.hv{' did claim 4
right to au impartial jory, aond aot
have s non-**Mormon" jury specially
seleeted, Instead of being chosea frow
those eligible, irrespective of religious
beltef. It the jurors had all beeo
‘'Morcmons' the prosecation woald
not have accepted them under the
prescnt conditions.

The Court ruled that the challengyg
to tne list of jurors, relying on the
vrounds numed, (.., Lbe LIAS ad pre)-
udice of E. A. Ireland, Marshal, .Illd
uut specially relate Lo the present list
ol Jurors, a8 the pames had not been
selecled for this special case, but foi
the terws, The intention of the law
was to provide an lmpartial jury. ‘1'he
cierk of the district court and pro-
bate Jadge were deslgnated to select
the jJurors, pn?rhsi»s because it wus
thouiht the partiality of the one would
weizn aguinst that of the other. ‘This
jury had been selected by the Marshal,
and the law coatemplated that he
shonld act inpartially. 'Tne questious
is Lo whellier or not the jurors be-
louyed to any church was not a ques-
tion. There was ope material fact
stated, charging the Marsual with
selecting jurors whom he believed
fuvorable to the prosecution, and if he
fad (done so the jury shoul-.f be with-
