APPAIiTNO THUKDERSTORM IN
SCOTLAKD.

. MIDXIQnTj DARKNESS AT MU-DA- Y.

''Scotland was," the Dnndee Adver-
tiser says, "visited on Aug--

. 12th by a
storm of thttnder and lightning which,
fdr sustained violence and prolonged
duration, ha seldom been experienced
in this part of the world. The storm
was also attended by s phenomenon
which, so far as is known, has not been
observed in Scotland during the mem
ory of the present generation. The
weather in the morning was. fine, but
very close and warm. Shortly after
ten o'clock, thunder peals were heard
in j the distance, and continued with
Utile intermission till mid-da- y. lie-twe- en

elevea and twelve o'clock there
was seen on the south-weste- rn hori-
zon a bank of clouds of inky blackness,
which gradually advanced and spreaduntil a pall seemed to envelop the
earth, and Dandee and the surround-
ing district were immediately envelop-in- "

the darkness of midnight. This
extraordinary state of matters contin-
ued for fully half an hour, during
which almost all kinds of traffic was
suspended in the streets. Many peo-
ple exhibited the utmost alarm, and
waited with trembling fear the result
of the extraordinary phenomenon.
Shortly altet half-pa- st twelve a little
clearance was visible In the western
sky. Simultaneously a thunder-stor- m

of unparalleled violence burst forth
right over the town. The lightning
played Incessantly, lighting up the
gloom by its long, brilliant, tremulous
flashes. The darkness still deepened,the lightning came with ever-increasi- ng

intensity, and the thunder rumbled
with increasing loudness, until if.
burst in a terrific and awe-inspiri- ng

storm right above the ' town. Flash
followed Hash, and peals which seem-
ed to ' shake the earth reverber-
ated through" the sulphurous air.
Down came the rain In deluging
torrents, and as the rain increased the
darkness slowly passed away: but
heaven's artillery only rolled the loud-
er, until the town seemed suffering the
horrors of a bombardment. About one
o'clock the dense darkness had gone.
and a grey gloomy sky and close and
sulphurous atmosphere overspread the
town. J hestorm continued to rage witu
little abatement in its violence up to
two o'clock. During the period when
it was at its height some beautiful ef-
fects were visible, the lightning some-
times darting in brilliant fire balls,
which seemed to burst over Dundee.
So great was the darkness in the town
that all public works, shops and offices
were ligbtedi The lamps were also lit
in tne street cars. Mucn alarm prevail-
ed in several of the mills in Dundee,and
work had generally to be suspended
fori a time, owing to the female em
ployees being overcome with nervous-
ness. From Edinburg it is. reported
that Lord Lauderdale, while shooting
near Lauder, was struck, and has since
died. Between the time that the
darkness settled down and the burst
ing of the storm, a .painful stillness
and suspense prevailed everywhere
Hardly a word was exchanged, and the
awe which seemed to seize upon most
everybody betokened tbe intense anx
iety which reigned. It was feared by
many that we were on the eve of a v Iq-te- nt

convulsion of nature. People
called to mind what they had heard
or read of the phenomena that are
wont to usher in the dire catastrophes
of nature, and they found tnem all d

in the nrelude of this 6torra
Observers state that the electric light
displayed itself in all sorts of unusual
forms. At one time it seemed to de
scribe a half circle in the heavens, and
leave behind it a stream of steel-gre- y

vapor. Balis of the most brilliant light
shot oat from the darkness above, and
broke into innumerable bolts of name
over the Fifeshlre hills. Tbe darkness
which bad fallen on the scene was nis
persed by this splendor of light, the
rain came down in torrents, and all
around was swiftly shrouded in a dull
ana depressing grey.

The storm naturally produced ereat
alarm among women and children.
Mothers of families, besides being
themselves in a state of terror, had
great difficulty In dispelling the fears
of their little ones. In several largeworkrooms in connection with milli
nery establishments in town a number
of the girls fainted. The workers in
several factories were so much fright
ened that they could not look after the
machinery, and the weavers left their
looms and lay down in the passagesAfter the lamps were lit it was dis
covered that a number of the weavers
bad fainted. They were at once
carried to the porters lodges and at-
tended to. A machinist waft at work
in South Taj" street became ill, and
went into the street. She fell down
insensible, and Dr. Moon was called.
Me stated that tbe woman had fainted
through fright. About - a hundred
children who are to take part in tbe
forthcoming spectacle 'Trafalgar at
the Music Hall, were being drilled
on the stage when- - the storm
burst. The sadden darkness and the
startling thunder - claps threw the
youngsters into a state of great alarm.
and it was with the utmost difficulty
that they were kept free from panic.In these counties the storm will longbe remembered as without precedent
in tne experience oi tne - most elderlyinhabitants. The Egyptian darkness
which came brooding over the land
turned day into night, the pillars of
Impenetrable cloud wbich might bave
hid behind their blackness the dread
artillery of the spheres, the crash of
thunder and blaze of light in which the
clouds and darkness were finally dis-
persed, combined to impress with their
awiui grandeur tne least observant and
sensitive of mortals. We are assured
from many qnarters that a multitude
of good people felt the end of the
world to be at hand, and were onlv as
sored that the earth would last a little
longer when the gas was put ont."

Earthquake Etiqukttk. A tremor
in the earth was preceptible through-out the remainder of the day. and the
Afghans were.for the time being. Over-
whelmed with terror. Brigadier Shel--
ton had quarrelled with almost everyone of the officers except Mackenzie,
with whome he happened to be sittingon a bench on ! the roof of a house
when the shock took place. He looked
all around fiercely to see who was
shaking his bench. Mackenzie cried :
"It's an earthquake. Brigadier!' and.
called to Lady Sale,made for the chairs
which were cracking and falling about
them, and, by God's mercy, they all
reached the bottom in safety. In the
evening Shelton came up and said:

Macdenzie, I want to speak to you,"
"Very welL Brigadier In a solemn
tone, to make him feel the enormity of
the offense: ."Mackenzie, you went
aowo stairs nrsi to-oa-y to wnicn tne
latter coollyi replied: "It's the fash-
ion in an earthquake, Mr. Brigadier, I
leamt It among the Spaniards In Man
ilia! iVon "A'iorws and tiwuhiM of a
Soldier's Ljfs.n ;. r .''.'
