New York, G.—At two o'clock
115 bodies had been recovered, and
there are E)mhably As many more
wothin the ruins. Some persons
assert that noone in the upper
‘;nllt ry of the theatre escaped. The

t man that left the stairs before
they fell says, behind him wasn
helpless, half suflocated erowd. On
Washington Strect a line of horses
and wagons are ready to remove
the bodies. Great crowds of per-
sons gathered in the neighborhood
of the Morgue to identify missing
relatives and friends, and their
lamentations are tmly pitiful. It
requires a force of police to l\wt
them from crowding over eac
other. The actors themselves had
great diffieulty in eflecting their
escape. Going to the back of the
stage their advance was cut off by
the flames that played around the
usual place of egress,and they strug-

led from beyond to burst open the
oors, Miss Claxton and another
lady, Mr. Mathews and another
gentleman, succeeded in entering
the dark underground pnassageway
to Lthe box office, and saved them-
selves with ditticulty. istuart
Campbell, a short hand reporter on
the Commercial Advertiscr, is
among the victims] also pullc

officer Patrick Keon.

240 p. m.—Up to this hour 150
bodies have been removed, and
others are still in the ruins,

Brooklyn, 5 p.m.

Two hundred bodies have been
taken from the ruins of the Thea-
tre. The ruins are still burning,
making the work of removing the
bodies very difficult. Flags are at
half-mast throughout the city and
the theatres are draped in mourn-
Ing

iis the night approached two cal-
cium lights were placed In position,
and the work of removing the
ghastly forms of the dead was con-
tinued. They were under the gal-
leries;, but no estimate could be
made of the eharred remains of the
victims, who were taken out in
front and rear of the theatre, and
rapidly loaded in wagons. Still
the pile of bodies in the cellar did
not seem to diminish. Although
the fire originated on thestage, the
loss of life among the theatrical
company was fivt extensive. 'T'wo
lives were, lost—two young men
in the flower of their professional
life, Hairy 8. Murdoch and Claude
Burroughs. These two young men
were playing respectively, Pierre
the eripple, and Picard, the valet
to the chevalier. At the moment
when the fire was discovered
Murdoch was before the curtain
playing with Miss Kate Clax-
ton. As soon as the panic oc-
curred ngeneral rush was made to
escape, Murdoch and Burroughs
ran to Lheir dressing rooms to get
clothes to wear in the street, their
garments beidf very scanty in the
play. Their dressing rooms were
on the same side of the stage, and
on the right wing, as viewed from
the sudience, and (.uuuulueml_y fur-
thest from tho stage door; even that
means ofexit had been locked by the

anic-stricken janiter. The dress-
ng rooms were arranged in tiers,
approached by a narrow stairway
which led up to the painter’s bridge
which spans the stage. DMurdock’s
room was on the second tier n.m!
Burrcughs’ on the third. Before
they emerged the staircase was one
sheet of Hame. No eagerly and so
rapidly aid the fire do its work,
that all chance of retreat was eut
off. The unfortunate men were
driven back by the roaring flames,
step by step, till supposing, 1n the
agony of their peril, that by some
chance a means of descent from the
other side of the bridge might offer,
They ascended the trembling struc-
ture. There they were last seen
by J. H. Studley, a member of the
company, who had left his dressing
room a few s=econds before them,
and fought his way through the
flames to a place of comparative
safety, from which he was enabled
to make his escape. Once on tho
bridge their position was hepeless,
they could not descend by the way
they came up. There was noother
means of escape but to leap.

At half past ten thia evening the
bodies of the two men were dug
from the ruins, and bolh were
identified by the remnanuts of their
dresses worn on the stage. Onl
the trunk of Murdock remnlucdy
There were 200 persons in the the-
atre [parquet?] five hundred in
the galleries.

I'Lhis evening, notwithstanding
the "popularity of “Miss Multon,”
the latest play at the Union Square
Theatre, the proprietors ordered
that the theatre be closed, and a
placard, draped in mourning, plac-
ed at llne antrance, stating that in
consequence of the terrible disaster
in Brooklyn there would he no
performance this evening.

At alate hour to-night 285 bodies
had been recovered.

When the panie oceurred on the
main floor of the theatre, Thomas
Rockford, chief usher of the estab-
uahment, was in the lobby.

At the cries of fire he rushed into
the auditorium, and taking in the
terrible situation, endeavored to
quiet the people about him. See-
