MONTANA 8TOCK NEWS.

The Montana Cattle company have
contracted to Montana rangeuien 150
head of half-bree- d Polled Antrus year
ling bulls at $U0 per head, to be deliv
ered auring tne spring.

Frank O. Bloom has purchased
thtrty-flv- e tine Hereford bulls from A.
D. lludnell.at West Las Animas, which
he Will feed at Thatcher for a time and
then move to his New Mexico range.

Dan Flowerree has recently pur
chased Robert Ford's entire herd of
cattle ranging on Sun River, Montana,for 160,000 The herd is supposed to
number o.uou. Last year 1,200 calves
were branded by Mr. Ford. This is
the largest cattle transaction in Mon
tana lor a long wniie.

It is already evident that" there will
be more cattle driven to the Montana
ranges this year than ever before.
Thousands of head have already been
purchased in Texas. Oretrou. Wash
Ington Territory and elsewhere, and in
a montn er. two tne innux win begin.Choteau county ranges will come In
for a large share of this increase.

S; R, Geddes. of Ellensburgh, Wash
ington Territory, last fall took to
Washington Territory, the first Polled
Angus cattle ever seen there. He re-

cently sold his ranch of 1,000 acres of
land and bis herd ol .too bead of cattle,
including his twelve 161 led Angus, to
Waddlnelln & McCov Ior ftis.ooo cash.
