AN IMITATION BOGUS
"UPRISING."

Boava rebellion scare ' has been
manufactured in Dakota, after the
fashion of the

fiasco in Utah The fail
ure to obtain Statehood on the divis-
ion plan by which - two States were to
be fashioned out of the Territory, has
undoubtedly enraged its promoters.
Bat the story was started that a
civil war was imminent in Da-

kota, and rumors of revolu-
tion reached Washington and were
circulated throughout the country.
Accusational paper, about as reliable
as the "Liberal" organ at Salt Lake,
helped to spread the report. The Sioux
Falls Argus boomed the news of an
uprising, and the outside world was
led to suppose that a military organi-
zation of huge proportions was making
things lively in the incipient State .

But it appears there is no more in it
than there was in the alleged "Mor-
mon" Uprising. Delegate Gifford in 4

formed the iForld correspondent, a;
few days ago. that there was not a
word of truth in the story.. He
said, In effect, that U was
manufactured out of whole cloth. He
declared that there.ls not $200 wor th of
weapons and munitions of waf in the
entire Territory. And he thinks that a
policeman with a club could set at de
fiance all the warlike preparations that
can be found In Dakota.
- The authors of such sensational
stories ought to be punished for their
falsehood at criminal law,! and should
be. despised by all honorable people m
every community. "
