lie Kfganls the Lands Yalnclen for
Jlgricnltural PnrposM.

The further hearing of the case
involving the disputed lands In the
vicinity of Garfiold Beach was re-

sumed at the United States Land
Office this morning. When the
Xnwswcnt to press on Saturday
afternoon, Mr. Charles Mostyn
Owen, civil and hydraulic engineer,
of this city, had just previously
taken tho stand. HU professional
sxperlencc, he stated, covered
a period of saventeen years.
Ho had been acquainted with
the land, in dispute something
over twoy ears. Tho first time he
visitej them thltyear was on Au-
gust 11th, In company with Trof.
Jone, Prof. Ten son Smith and
others. He believed they drove
over all or these- - salt IaSds, tested
the water at different wells, and
gatherej specimens of salt from
dirrereutiwrttoris of the land. They
inspected the "Big Dam" and earth
levy. There was salt deposit upon
both slles. at the nolnt where th
dam was constructed, and also aa
Inlet lealing rrom the Great SaltLake. In driving over the saltponds witness found that the water
covered both the soil an J the salt,
since August lie had probably
been on this land at least six oreven times. Its character was
thatora bare, saudy ridge, varying
from twa to perhaps eight or ten
reel In height, or a ?ery ligqL dry,
sandy nature. He believed tne

His visits since
August had been with a view of
tusking himself more thoronchlv
a qualnted with the facts and phe-
nomena pertaining to such lands.
He was present when all testa of the

ater from the Wells were made,
but beyond testing by taste the
qualities of the different waters he
iid n t kep a record of such tests;

ar as taste wa3 concerned,
he "could taste then yet." The
wells sunk there, varied from three
to six or seven feet. There were
three or four wells, he belTeved,upon
the land in dispute. As far as wit-
ness recollected of the testa made in
Ins presence, they ran from 14 per
cent or salt to SO, or more. There
was one artesian well, also, near the
jlianty where the salt gatherers
lived; it had a small flow. The
water discharged from this well was
strongly saline to the taste and unfit
for human ue.

Major Bird In your opinion,
would tills artesian water be fit for
irrigation, and In that connection
can j ou stats whether or not there
is any egetation growing around
the lands that are dampened or n et
unl by waters from this well?

Mr. Thompson objected to the
qaestlon as incompetent, immaterial
and irrelevant, and also for the
reason t!iat the proper foundation
for the witness to give bis opinion
an that subject bad not been laid.

Bird insisted upon the fair-
ness or the question, wherein they
had protected themselves by not
making the witness an expert upon
irrigation, allowing him to state the
gowths which this artesian water,
as it flowed over the lauJ, bad pro-
duced.

Mr. Thompson We further ob-
ject, becau the question is leading.

Major Bird And we deny inot
oKi'tvt-l- that any portion of it Is
leading.

Witness then answered that as
the flow Irom the artesian well was
exceedingly small and the soil on
which it discharged was sandy, it
was difficult to state whether any
vegetation in the neighborhood of
the well received any amount of
moisture from it. It was his opin-
ion, however, that no vegetation
other than creat lovers of salt, such
as salt weed, tumble weed, shad
scale, stink weed, and such low
class of vegetation could live it
irrigated bysucli water.

Asked as to the alue of any of
the?e to the land for forage or
other purposes, witness said the only
one ever ued by animals as food
was the shad scale, and thaV was
not uually produced Ty farmers as
an agricultural crop, and it was
very scarce upon the land In ques-
tion. He did not consider these
lands or any value whatever for
agricultural pjrposes. The only
value, so far as be. saw, that could
attach to them was for salt gather-
ing. JIo did notthlnkthata single
head of stock colli 1 be kept upon the
lands an dirute that was, the
whole, of the Jeremy lands with-
out considerable artificial feed; he
meant by that, hay and grain
brought in from ouUide points. The
removal ot the dam would not im-

prove the agricultural properly of
the land now under consideration.
At the preent stage of the water on
the lands it was possible that a large
quantity out of the main pond would
recede to the lake if the dams were
opened now. The oscillation ot the
I ika in the spring, though, would
bring the water back to a higher
level than no iC existed in the main

Major Bird Would the simple
removal of the dams allot; this
largo quantity of water to go back
Into the lake? If not, what, in con-

nection with their removal, would
have to be done?

Witness replied that drain dltche
would have to be dug throughout
the main pond nnd through Uie bar
at the mouth of theeouth Inlet.

Major Bird 'ow. please explain
what effect these dams Jaave upon
thelind?

Witness (after Mr. Thompson had
raised an objection to the question)
said the dams were built across
narrow necU of land with a view
of forming ponds of greater or lesser
dimentlons in which the; salt
water which camelnwitli thespring
oscillation of the lake, or its rise and
fall, was retained subject to no
movement cther-tha- evaporation,
which .gradually reduced: the
amount of the volatile elements In
the water until saturationjwlnt was
reached, and from which time pre-
cipitation look place. Thidecrcase
intheamountof water left at the
edges of those ponds a layer or pit,
coinc; from a quarter of an inch to
two and three inches, leaving in the
center a body of salt of equal, and
often greater, thickness than that
lying at the edges, but overlaid by
a stratum ot water, and carrying a
large per cent of Balt,butalso bittern,
which would not crystallize or
precipitate, uor did It readily
evaporate. Tho aalt around the
edges, and as far out In Ufe pond as
practicable, was gatheredliy hand
labor and piled on the high gronnd
surrounding the ponds.. If the dama
were removed, the drain ditches
dug, and the bar cut, go as to allow
the influx and outflow Of the waters
or the Great Salt Lake to flow in or
out according to the height of the
lake, precipitation would very sel-

dom take place to the extent that
would make salt gathering on these
lands valuable. The high water
In the spring would de-

posit waters in all these
ponds. In high water years, at a
greater depth than possible, the
Evaporation of the year would al-

low of sufficient precipitation to
gather a large crop. Iu ordinary

goejNsHrloarfcS?
