ADVENTUKRES OF THREE
NIHILISTS.

THEIR ESCAFE FROM
ARRIVAL

BIBERIA
IN AMERICA,

AND

A recent cable dispsteh trom Geneva
declared 'that an unusual number of
Russian prisopers, msainly Nibilists of
promioence [ the revolutionary cause,
tad escaped from the mines in Siberia
and had made Ltheir way 10 Geneva and
Loudon. In connection with this there
have beea rumors afloat of the pres-
ence of Nihilist fugitives from Siberia
in San Fraocisco. loquiries and search
resulied for a Lne in no definite in-
formation. 1. was said that escapud
Nihilists wounld bardiy remsin in a city
where a Russian Consul Genernl wus
loecated, and furthermore that there are
but few Russian bora peoule residing
here who might be likely 1o give infor-
mation regarding the prescuee of any
proscribed persouns. Diligent search
and considerable diplomacy, however,
resulted in the finding of three promi-
nent members of the socjety, whose
works and opiuions are so wmuch
dreaded by “the autocrat and govern-
ment of holy Russix. For obvious
reasons these three men desire Lo con-
ceal their family vpames uuder which
they were kuown in Siberia, and after
copsiderable pressure and assurances
being given as to secrecy resurding
their presence, detailed the following
sccount of their escape and final ar-
rival at this port:

The given pames of the three men are
Demetri, Vassili and Ivan, their ages
respectively 42, 36 and 35, but to judge
by the lines of care and auxiety stamp-
ed upon their faces, they appesred to
be many years older than stated. The
story of their es: ape trom prison, their
sufferiogs and the bhardships endaored
were related by Demetri, his com-
panjons being present during the in-
terview. The [following 1Is a {ree
traopslation of hia rtory: '‘In 1853, af-
ter the government had paused in their
bitter persecutions against the various
Nihilistic socleties, the members of the
League of Dellverance begau once
more to disseminate printed matter
smong the students of the various uni-
versities in Russia. For a while en-
thusiastic meetings were held, st
which encouracing leiters were read
trom Prince Krapotkin, Stepniak, and
other leaders of the International
League, who were located in Swlizer-
land apd London., Matters such as
organization of new cluvs, prionting of
pamphlets and other work to help the
cause.&rogresse_ﬂ for several months,
until the sleeping—or, 1ather, slum-
bering—vigilance of the oflicials was
azain aronsed. One night, at a meet-
lng of students held in a street adjoin-
ingdhe great university of Kief, we were
surrounded hy a body of troops and
police. Thirty-four of us were ar-
rested, but rome twenty escaped while
a portion of the police were engaged
scarching the premises. Our printing
press and pamphlets were selzed and
placed under seals, while we ourselves
were conveyed to the police prison and
thrown into the cells in compuny with
common malefactors. We dared not
speak L0 one another cxcept upon the
most common Ltopics, owing to the fear
the prisoners in the celis were spies of
the police, After a detention of six
days we were granted a preliminary
examination, and making no defense,
for we really bhaud none, the Police
Judge ordered us 1o be sent for sen-
tence to the higher tribaual. This
tribunal, consisting of two semi-mill
tary officers, assisted by the lmperial
Prucurateur, found Lhat we were guil-
Ly of conspiracy agajust the Crown, in
utleriog seditious speechies and priot-
0y books und papers, in order to dis
seminate revolutiomary 1dens among
the stydents and the people. I, who
was engaged in a speech upon tue en-
trance of the police at the time of our
arrest, was sentenced Lo twenty ra’
deporiation Lo Siberia, while Vassili
and Ivap, whom the police and their
sples testified as baving been the dis-
tributors of seditious pamphlets, re-
ceived Lthe sentence ol ten years' ser-
vitade, with bard labor, all of us being
probibited from ever returnjng to
Russia. The students were goudemned
to deportation to Biberia for life, but
without hard labor. Our ultimate des-
tinations were to be decided upon on
arrival at Viafivostock,

“By means of bribing the jail ofl-
cials, our friende contrived to ald us
with a few extra provisions, as prison
furc in Russia is of the worst kind,
consisting of nothing but hard black
bread and watef, varied by a single
dried fish and sour cabbage ouce a
week., We remamed in the great prsqu

wFA A% ATIA AUSE mICasn [ AV UIUHLIIB‘
stant dread Lhut’we should receive or-
ders to begin our terrible overland
Juurney to Siberia, but we were agree-
ably disappointed. On the morning of
the 12th of April, 1883, through the con-
pivapce of u milltary official, who was
ostensibly engaged upon some duty in
tbe prison, we received s letter from
our friends informing us that we, with
some thice hundred exiles, were to be
sent by steamer from Odessa to Viadl-
vosteck. The 14th of April found us
upon the rallroad, cooped up like wild
boasts in open wagons, exposed to the
sun and rain. 8o close were we con-
fined that sleeping was limpossible, and
the commoa requisites of nature were
perfermed under the most humiliating
clrcurmsatances. ‘1here were separate
wagons for the women, the majority of
whom were beinyg sent to Biberia for
Lthe inost trivial offenses, the object of
the Government being Lo apportion
these females upon arrival as wives to
their expatriated countrymen.

““Aflter & lew days’ Journefv we arrived
at Odessa and were immediately
marched to the wharf, where thg
steamer Nijni Novgorad was awaiting
us. This vessel formeriy belonged to
a German flrm at Bremnen or Hamburg,
and was well known npon the Atlantic
Ocean under the name of Saxonia. The
funds for the purchase of this vessel,
as well as of the Moskva, Asia, Africa
and Petersbourg, had been obu'ined by
subscriptions raised from the people
and the clcrgj throughout Russia dur-
iog tue period of the Russe-Turkish
war. e found our quarters palatial
compared with the prison ceils and
rallrcad wagons, although somewhat
crowded. ‘The between decks were
pertitioned by wood gratings, leavip
& space between for & seutry Lo marc
up and down. Women found accom-
modation in the fore part of the vessel,
they being screened from view by
means of cloth nailed tothe gratings.

“The day alter we artived on bourd
an ipspector of convicls came on
board and called over our names. Some
few of us had, by dint of bribes fur-
nished by our frfends, procured tobuc-
co and paper for ‘pape rooskay’ cigar-

ctter, while others had copcealed
writ nF material to commauaniocate with
our friends from the various ports we
stopped at. We had also received
information that eertain ofii-
cers on board the steamser
would help us, and we also

knew by what slgnals to communicate
with them. It may seem strange, but
true 18 is that there 1s on board of
nearly all of the Government ships of-
licers who are In sympalhy with the
cause, and who dare not refuse to aid
members of the reyolutlopary clubs
whenever certain signs are made to
them, Bo, Yo, throughout our sub-
sequent wandering we were alded and
assisted by the oflicials in various em-
ployments of the Government. To
them and to the active members 1t s
well known that the time 18 fast com-
ing when the present corrupt, tyranni-
cal and autocratic government now
prevailing in Russia will give thce to
free and liberal rule—the people repre-
sented by their chosen ones, who will
bogr&nted the liberty .of free speech
and though without fear of perse-n-
tion, and upon the atiainment of these
objects Nihililsm and its companion
societies will cease tg exist, their
labors beipg accomplished. Bat until
then we shall continue detying the
government and dolng all in our power
to achieve our &:rpou, believing in
the adage that end justities the
means. HKHussia free, liberty of comn-
science, freedom of thou t, with a
pariiament of pational representa-
tives to take part in deliberations re-
garding the welfare of the empire—
that is what the Nihillst works for and
hopes on¢ day Lo see an accomplished

fact.

Some of us ate too much
of this frujt and were attacked by dis-
eatery. Our lobng voyage of sixty-two
days drew to & close, and on a bright
eveniug toward the end of June itue
Nijni Novgorod anchored under the
guns ol the men-of war at Viadivos-
tock. We were glad to sce the land
up;;rin. aithough it was the place of our
exile.

*“The landing of the convicts was to
fuke place 1o We woruiag, 8s we heard
thut there had been & nuwmber of deaths
at Nerchinsk, sud we could, u8 gur ar-
rival was opportune, supply the place
ol the victiws. During the day ajier
we Janded our guardians had somne-
what relaxed toeir vigilance, sud we
were perpited Lo converse in groups
while walkiog around the prison en-
c¢losure. Shortly before the midday
meal an oflicer of rendarms entered the
yard, walking [rom one group to an-
ollicr, and fivaliy balting before Ivan,
Vassili and wysell, glunced areund Lo
wilch if he was unobserved, and being
satistled, gave us Lhe ‘sign.” Judge of
var surprise when we regognized a
former co-worker from the city
of Oessa whein we had
all tbought of as  dead, e
told us that ufter & long and horrible
journey scioss Siberia, fvot-sore and
weury,covered with vermin and clothed
in raps, bis party had arrived at the
Alexandroffsky cenlral prison st
Irkutsk. The majority had broken
dowu on the journey, many left to die

on the road, their bodies abandoned
as food fer wolves, while several un-
fortnuste women who boldly resisted
dbe advanpces of their Cossack guards
were urged forward by means of the
whip until worn ont-paturs cried a
death ballt. How had be managedio
*Oby Lthat was
casy,” bhe replied. ‘You know iy
position in the SOCIely was ceorres-
ponding sccretary. Well, after con-
sultation witt our friepnds, I ingratiat-
ed myself iolo favor by writipg the
reports of the commander of the
prison, and he, uwpon being promoted
to be lnspecler of Couvicts at Viadi-
vostock, brooght me with bim, and
thus you see | can be of benetit to the
‘cause.’

‘“*Qur friend gave us fifty paper rou-
bLles, which we concealed on our per-
sons in shares. A small sum was ex-
pended 1 purchase of tobacco. I must
tell you that our bodles were covered
with vermin and our clothes were iy
rugs, and It was throuzh Lhe represent-
ations of our friend that the doctor of
the prisen ‘ordered that we should
bathe und have new clothing is-
sped. Our new garments consisted of
rough wool drawers and shirts and
heavy colton pants and overshiits,
with unianped leather boots. Five
days alter our arrival in Viadivostock
the dralts were made. Uae hundred
men were gent 10 Saghslien Island to
the coal mines of Dai, while 40 were
distribuled to the silverjmines at Nert-
chinsk, and to the towns of Saghlien,
Oula and other posts upou the Amoor
Hiver, in order to assist in the paviga-
tion of the boats. We three were sent
to Oula, where, after & residence of
two years, durlng which time we were
in constant communication with
friends all- over the country, their
messages being conveyed by gen
darmes, a transfer was made Lhrough
the influence of our Odessa brother,
and we came to Viadivostock.

‘At that poipt Ivan and I were em-
Q!O)'ed in the navy storehouses, while

"ussili became messenger to Lthe prison
ofllze. Little by Ilttle we galhered
money contributious from our fricnds
and by doing various work for the
ship Eeoplv; 80 our lot was easy com-
rared with Lbe unfortunate beipgs
who, condemued to work In the
silver miloes, never see daylight,
but sleep in underground cells upon
beds of siraw, In company with the
mules tha*, baul the ore cars. Their
lot is truly terrible--a living death.
When, In June, the steamer Moskva
came to Valdo vostock we heard she

was to go home by way of America,
and we resolved to escape., Our few
roulb:les we bought clothing and tobac-
co with, and npon the night previous
to her departore shaved our.beards off
and changed our hats disgalsed our-
scives and came on Loard the ship in
the darkness. Most of the crew were
druonk, but manoy of them were d
friends to us and never bCll‘&)’(}ii us.

room, and we kept out of sight asd
much a8 possible. When we arrived
in San Francisco, Ivan, who speaks
French, was our guide, and we now
intend to work our way toward the
Mennonite colony in Nebraska, where
we shall meet our countrymen and
sympathizers.”

A sipgular feature of the escape of”
these exiles is that they came over Lhe
Pacificina Russian man-of-war, the
Moskva, and that on board the same
vessel were Vice-Admiral Ivan Shes-
takeff, the Miaister of Marine of the
Czar; Prince Wittgensteln, Adjutant
General of the Emperor, and I'rinces
Galltsen and Tonllin, nephews of the
(Czar, who bad been on a tour around
the world. This distingumished party
doubtiess did not dream thatthey were
in 80 close proximity to Lhree of the
dreaded Nihiists. The tuogitives on
the voyage allowed their ards ta
grow, and wheu they reached here they
were savage-looking meca. These
beards they have not yet removed, and
thus they Lave a foreign air which
makes them conspicuons on tho street,
They are as wild as hawks and still
dread pursuit and capture, although
they bhave been assured that they are
perfectly eaie under Lhe protection of
the American flag, — San Frencisco
Chronicls. .
