Then the wildest excitement
grenlled. and after about forty shols
ad beea fired the nezroes retreated.
The whites then discovered that toree
of their men bad been wounded.
Samuel Ounst was shot in the leg,
James Mahoney in the abdomen, and
John Reiger in the efe. The two latter
are probably fatally wounded. Im-
mediately after the riot, and after the
negroes had retreated, the whites be-
gan srmlné themselves. Everyhody is
pow armed. Mayor Balrd has called
out the Old Dominion Guard, and 150
special policemen have been sworn in.
