You
will remember that I was alwavs
decidedly opposed to the principle
of polygamy. 1 now think that
nothing but ignorance of the world
made me so. On one occasion
when in conversation with Presi-
dent Young, (it was in 1S73)
I" told him with characteristic
audacity, that I tboogbt polygamy
would be the ruin of tbe peop!e
He cut my remarks very abort by
saying th it I would do better to
talk of things that I understood
better, adding tbat I would change
my mlna on that subject. I nave
not changed my mind but lt hat
been changed; and now without re
gard to Mormon polygamy in the
least, let me tell you something
about my thooghts. There to a law
In our country against marrying a
second wife while the first lives,
unless a divorce has maie the par-
ties free to wed again. Upon criti
cal examination what shall we find
to be the eflect of this law? It for
bids marriage to more than one
woman at a tlme.and the man who
disregards lt may be prosecuted,
fined and lmprlsoneu. well then,
if a man has married a poor barren
creature who can never have a
child, his life to blighted. Or, as
oft occurs, I'm told, men - marry
women who are not capable of
even being e, mueli leaa a
mother. Then according to nature
they will prostitute themselves'
ana help to support prostitution lii
the land. 5

Take a man who has abil-
ity to. provide for a family, and he
has a liking for women, a likin
that leads him to be faithless to
his wife, perhaps as often occurs, ti
seduce another woman who knows
nothing ofhis conditioner contracts
a marriage with her that must end
in the disgrace of hia family, the
unfortunate woman, and hima-.K- .

It doubtless leadi to the utter ruin
and depravity of the woman, for
they say that with virtue once lost
a woman la like a ahip without rud-
der, spun around by every current
or breete. , Or such a man might
keep woman who acknowledged
hen if his mistress. If she had a
child lt would be an outcast. Thto
man to made a triple criminal by tbu
law against marriage, for could be
have avowed his marriage with the
young woman he had deceived, he
would have been just and true tt
her and hia wife, eupport d their
children, and led an honorable life.
It to surely better to be true to two
or even three wives, than not to be
true at all. An t what woman in
the world who ha children and a
proper nature would nt rather
know that her husband bad
another legal wife with whom sbe
must share his aHecliona, than to
have himby sheer streae of nature,
become a faithless, corrupt, deceit-
ful scamp, killing his heart by sin?
If we consider tbe case with a
worse man than this, tbe evil la
exaggerated or rather aggravated,and I might fall into endiecs dark
pits ef human 'experience by en--

into the matter. You willaulrlng who would say if this
matter was proposed to them, that
If their husbands are untrue theycan get even with them! Thia .jdoubtless very true, but women as
a rule are much better than men.
If you assert such a proposition to
noble-minde-d women, who can ap-
preciate the degradation of the
corrupted portiea of their ex,
they will exclaim with one voice,
'Let my husband marry another,
with my knowledge, rather than
be the associate of the deSled
and corrupt. Nowhere to
this principle of the female mind
more truly illustrated than among
the Mormon women. I. was
charmed ay the reports of their in
dlcnation meetings during the late
difficulty. Tbey spoke like women
wbo might do much to reform this
rotten asrt!

"Without further discussion or 11'
lustration thcugh I could write
volume on this theme I will
simply say in conclusion that I
consider thla law against bigamyto be a license for and premium on
seduction, prostitution, and other
serious evils, and that I believe It
eught to be repealed, and one sub
ti luted for it which wonld give

men more encouragement te marry
than to break the commandments
of GodV We had four million
slaves to free, and the blood and
treasure that were spent la doing
It will never be counted.

In tbe United H tales who are
more debased, enslaved, and out
raged than any set of corporeal
laboring slaves that ever existed? I
suppose their number will exceed
the negro slave ! Yet no one thinks
lt necessary to free them. .Law
were made and enforced to stop
the importation of slaves, but these
wretched slaves to base lusto, these
legal outcasts, this well bolstered
institution tnas receives ociclal so
cial, and distinguished support, is
still flourishing, and who cries
against it? It is not long ago since
a young lady in JNew York was led
away to a houte by a procuress.and
waa confronted by a man who was
to cause her ruin, whom she recog-
nized as a member in high stand-
ing of her set of society 1 This came
to light, but what thousands ef
these cases do net come to ligbl
This boasted 19ih century civiliza
tion is nt ror fcouom and Gomorrah!
Here, men and women set to. they
scoff at the name of virtue, Victor
Hugo, one of the lions bt the age,Uvea sow with, or has 11 vine' with
him, the woman who was his mis- -
trees when hia wife lived. - Bnt
Victor Hugo wonld have married
this woman had lt been possible.It waa criminal to wed her. butctutotn made it all right to live
with her illegally! Well, this is a
fine state of affairs, truly. Whole
streets here are crowded with
houses of 111 fame. They are all
licensed by the mate, which reapaa handsome income from them.
and are allowed to hang out their
signs as they were in Pompeii. The
sign here is nnlfsrxa, being the
number of the house n re times the
size of that of rejpectablehousea.
The girls are procured ty various
methods, but the ranks are mostly
recruited from cast 2 mJilress,
girls from the country ho have
come here aad been led lito the
meabes, and other means in which
the imps are so prolific They are
in precisely the same position as
were our negro slaves, subjectto the commands of an over
seer, ana au tney mase goesto the house, except what it costs
to feed ;and clothe them. Duringtne uay tney are not allowed to en
ter the grand apartments where
they are seen by visitors at nleht.
bat are forced to remain in their
own rooms, and cannot go out with
out lsava froa the overseer. This
is the great class la Paris, known
as the tiemi montzs.
