He
said It would bo a bad thing for the
Indians to come nearer the agency,
because there was no water or grass
for their horses. Ho could not un-
derstand how their young men
could be employed as Scouts If there
were no enemy to be watched. They
might come lu, but as tbe old men
and iquawa have no horses, Uief
should have tbe Great Father to
send horses and wagons to the Bad
Lands and take all the beef and
other things they had there to the
camp that might be agreed on.

General Brooke said all tbeso
thinss would be considered after
they had shown a disposition to
obey instructions. No reference
was made on either side to the dep-
redations the hottllrs had been com
mittinc on the Government's beards
as well as settlers' homes.

After the tbe chiefs
were fed, and, after the squaws at
tbe agency had pirformed a danpe
for them, returned to their camp.
WHAT JOILS DAVLIOHT WAS TO SAY.

f.'ltrOAOo, Dec. 6 The Tribune
prints a letter from Quapaw, Indian
tern lory, signed b "Mai-s- Hadjo,"
known to tbe whites as "Jobn Day-
light," lu which tbe writer vigor-
ously defends tbe Messiah cr.'.t..
He says thousands have never
taken kindly to the Christian re-
ligion as preached and add! "Tbe
code of morals, as practised by the
white race, will not compare with
the morals of the Indians. Wo pay
no lawyers or preachers, but we
have not one tenth part of the crime
that you have. If our Messiah does
come we can force you Into our

We will never burn Innocent
women at tbe stake or pull men to
pieces with horses because they re-
fuse to join in our ghost dance.

"You white people had a Messiah,
and if history is to be believed
nearly every nation has had one.
You bad twelve apostles; we have
only eleven, and some of these are
already in the military
We also had a Virgin Mary and
she is in the guard bouse. You are
anxious to get bold of our Messiah,
so you can put him in irons. This
you may do in fact you may
crucify him, as yoa did that other
one, but you cannot convert tbe
Indians to the Christian religion un-
til you contaminate them With the
blood of the white man."

I pictured to myself the
good times I would have in Russia
and hurried up to reach there, but
It was all too soon, and if I were
going to Kurope again I would
keep as far from Russia aa possible.
When the steamer 1 was on reached
BL Petersburg tbe captain asked
for my passport. After looking at
it, he said that I would- - have to be
locked up, as It was not signed by
the Russian Consul at Stockholm.
He finally told me that he would
have a regiment of soldiers come to
tbe pier, and If I had no objection
they would escort me to the police
station. I did not know just what
to do, but consented. Amid the
playing of national hymns I was
marched to the guard housn. The
chief of Police, with hatln hand,re-calve- d

me at tbe door and I was
then conducted to private room.

Assembled in the place were a
dozen officials. Tbey .looked me over,
felt ray pulse, examined my tongue
and looked at my passport. 1
thought to myself that I had struck

and concluded to lie low and wait
my chance. Tbe officials talked to-

gether for four hours, thumping the
table and stamping on the floor. Not
being able to understand Russian, I
was at a loss to know what they
were saying. I had aa impression,
though, that It concerned me, for I
saw the guard, wits arms erased,
WSefhilbX 8Se.

The men could not come to any
understanding, for finally I was to
go out of the guard bouw. I already
Sad all I wanted of Russia, so I
asked for a permit to leave the coun-
try.

cmn consul and he Axed me for the
ttssebtiBt;.

On
reaching the hotel,! sent my United
States passport to the police, but It
was returned at once, with the in-
formation that It was no good.

The next day I started out to And
an Interpreter. We tried to get the
authorities to Issue a permit, but
without success. We had been
moving from hotel to hotel and
boardinghouae to boardisghouae,
until I was tired, T suggested that
the interpreter find out what the
price of the Governor ef Moscow
was. After a day's delay I was de-
lighted to learn that be would fix
me for $M. I sent tho money and
my passport and the next morning
at 7 o'clock lt was returned. A
memorandum In blue Ink bad been
made by the Governor and a slip
pasted on tbe end of the passport.
An hour later I had paid my bill
and was on my Journey toward the
frontier. On reaching it my pass-
port was examined and the slip
taken and my poor self allowed to
go. I have had all I want of Rue
sia.

quirements or deposit of United
Suics bonds to the amount of loOJO

ot bonds for each and every national
bank, provided that tbo voluntary
withdrawal of bondft for the retire-
ment of national bank not shall not
exceed JJ,W,000 in any month. Tbe
act shall not apply to deposits of
bonds to Retire deposits of public
money upon United cttatee bonds de-

posited, or wblch may bo deposited
bearing Interest. Any national bank-
ing making tbe deposit
shall be entitled to receive from the
Comptroller of tbe Currency circulat-
ing notes not exceeding the par va no
of the bonds deposited or th actually
raid IB capital stock of the bank. An-

other section authorize the Secretary
of tbe Tn asury to lue United States
notes equal to the retirement of na-
tional banks below a circulation of
1130,000,000. Section 4 authorize lbs
lssuo of Unitad bonds to any
amount not to exceed $100,000,000. to
be mdeemed at the pleasure of the
government, and to bear 2 per cent
inUrest. Tbey are to be sold far law-

ful money or coin rertlneaies and the
proceeds be applied to the redemp-
tion or parchaie of United States
bond.
