It is reasonable to presume that
that nation which has a form
nearestin accord withjustico which
is thecssenceof all government and
is not administratively in conflict
with its own Institutions will endure
tlielongest. But when there isa wide
divergence between the theory and
practice the end is perhaps nearer
than in the case of that nation whose
form is lower and administration no
higher than those of one more the-
oretically advanced.

When the principles of truth
and their nature and effects begin
to bo comprehended, those thus en-

lightened necessarily view their
opposite with more and more re-

pugnance. This understanding gives
to the human mind a glimmering
of the power, majesty and Justice
of God, who can only be consistent-
ly worshiped "in Spirit and in
truth."

The development of truth within
tho soul enables the individual to
jwrcclve by iu light that it Is Inse-

parable from eternal prosperity, and
that bo course that is not based upon
its exacting requirements will re-

ceive the seal of permanent success,
an omission to conform to thee
high premises bringing inevitable
failure In relation to the things of
God. This absence of success con-

stitutes a means of rectification of
conduct until methods are ixirlfled.
GJ it Lrjt), msrciful and Just.
His character in these respects be-

ing plainly manifest in the princi-
ples of His economy as revealed
through the great modern Trophet.

The current of human affairs is
rushing along with unprecedented
swiftness, and culminations are
treading upon each others heels.
The very nature of the times indi-
cates that the courses pursued by
individuals, communities and na
tions will reach their legitimate re-

sults, according to the unerring laws
more quickly than hereto-

fore. This will probably be a gen-
eral condition throughout the world,
but it is i.ot unreasonable to expect
it to havo a special force in relation
to the marvelous work the Lord is
about to perform.

'TERILS OF THE ItErUBLlCV'

Under this heading the Spring-fiel- d
Republican has a long and

strongly written article, In denunci-
ation of the current policy of Con-

gress in respect to certain subjects of
national Interest and concern,whlch
it deems perilous to the Republic. It
begins by quoting this recent
remark by Senator Iugalls:
"The decalogue and the golden rule
have no place in politics," and aski,
"Va3 there a rough truth in the
saying?"

It then states tho nature o( pend-
ing legislation respecting pensions,
the torifTand sliver, and regrets the
failure of the international copy-
right bill. Ot the first it says:

'The Uoue has passed, and the
Senate seems suro to pass and the
President to sijra, a bill which gives
to every man who served In tho army
or navy fS a mo.th, from the agg of
6 until his death; the same pension
to each one nnder CO, disabled, from
whatever cause; and the same to every
soldier's widow who has reached 00 or
who depends on her daily labor. This,
with earlier provision, means that at
least a million men and women are to
bo paid an average of ISO a year from
taxes levied on their
Tart cf this is a Just debt to men bnrt
in tho country's service. Part of it,
probably a fall half, goes to such as
have no moral claim to and are pau-
perized by receiving it. The whole
pcaccfol army of toil is taxed on the
necessaries of lifo to degrade by a
mercenary stipend a sen Ice once re-
garded as a patriotic offering to the
nation. And still the cry is for
more."

Of the Republican tariff measures
now pending the article says:

"Under the name of protection they
would constitute a system of gigantic
extortion upon the whole psoplo for
(be benefit of a smsli and wealthy
class."

The Republican briefly but point-
edly oljects to the pending silver
legislation, allegingthat it will forec
the government to become "a cus-

tomer for the product cf the silver
mines, partly to add to the wealth of
a few millionaires, partly to humor
a popular delusion that cheap money

cheap because inferior brings
prosperity."

Of the lost international copyright
bill it says:

"A bill to make the moral right of
the foreign author a legal right a bill
carefully drawn, with consideration of
the Interests of American printers, a
bill long debated and well understood

was deliberately rejected by the
Uonse. It was rejected on the ground
that the people want cheap books, no
matter if tho material is stoles since
only foreigners are robbed."

Then comes the folio (ring recapit-
ulation :

"Each of theso foar measures con-
cerning pensions, tariff, silver, copy-
right is an action by which a certain
clas takes money from other people's
pockets by the aid of the government.
Each one dresses itself np in fine
words and theories. It is in the name
of patriotism, or of protection to in-

dustry, or of stimulating trade, or of
makins books plenty, that this taking
of other people's money Is covered
up. The sin is confined to neither
party; of these four subjects only the
tarin Is a party question. The sin is
not confined to tho political loaders.
.The war veterans as a body bsve
scarcely raised a oIco against the sale
of their honor for a roes of pottage;
the western farmers clamor for a de-
based dollar; each "protected" in-

dustry seeks only to get a bigger share
of booty than its neighbors; the con-
gressmen who, like Mr. Rockwell.vote
to rob the foreign authors, believe that
they have an approving conntituency
behind them. It is by a mixture of
greed with delusion that a irreat part
of the American people at present
the coutrohng part are nsing the
government to get other people's
money. They may blind themselves,
bntthoy cannot alter the eternal law
of morality, nor escape the sweep of
Its penalties. The commandment
ttand.

The Republican then goes ou to
set out the positions of the two
parties. Of the Republican leaders
in the House It says:

They havo altered thejmachinery
of the Ilouse so as to give the ma-
jority unrestricted power.

Thoy are preparing legislation
which they hope will enable them to
gain congressmen and electoral votes
In the South. They U6 admluing
territories whoe population hardly
equals an eastern county, whenever
by doing so they can cmln two sena

tors. They are bending everything to
the continuance of their rnrty ascend-
ancy. Tho laws of tho country are
determined In a republican caucus.
Men once reckoned conservative arid
patriotic men like Edmund', Sher-
man, Allison Hoar, Danes, Evartsj
follow without flinching the audacious
clique who havo taken tbe lead.1" r

The democratic party Is com-

mended for some thing, but cen-

sured because it "is dcficlentlu con-

victions and in conscience," and in
resicct to certain public questions,
"is no better than the republicans"
The general condition of the nation
Is thus referred to:

"Wo believe the nation's heart is
sound but Its pulsation aie slngrglsh
and its bloo I is corrupted. A change
in the Congressional majority or tbe
presidency is not enough; the mis-

chief lies in the popular disposition to
look to the Goernmcnt for prlvato
profit. Tbe Government has not a
penny but what it takes from tho peo-
ple; government aid Is simply money
for you out of your neighbor's pocket.
There never was more need for patri-
otic men to speak out and act out."

Tho closing sentences of the arti-
cle embrace a quality unusual to
political editorials in this country:

"Once when things looked darkest
for tbe cause, Frederick
Douglas made a speech burdened al-

most to despair with tbe wrongs that
seemed hopeless of redress. Old So-

journer Truth was In his audience, and
when he ended she rose and said, sol-

emnly, 'Frederick, Is God deadT Ho
was not dead then. He still lives and
we have faith that some day it will ap-

pear that the decalogue and the golden
rulohavo a place lu American poli-

tics."
The qualities of truth, boldness

and independence characterize tbe
Republican's article. It sets forth
correctly gome of the motives which
control in tho present policy of
Congress relative to a number of
public questions. This much may
bo said without entirely endorsing
that paper's position relath e to the
subjects referred to.

While our Massachusetts contem-
porary has pointed out tendencies
which actually are menacing to the
welfare of tho Republic, it has, not
noted the most significant sign of
degeneracy in Congress, nor the
greatest peril now threatening the
weal of the country. While bribery
in any form is a deplorable ell;
while the improper disbursement of
tho people's money will certainly
havo a demoralizing efiVet, and
while the use or the national legis-
lative power for the eurfehing of
the few at the expe-n- or the many
Is an abominable abuse, yet it Is
possible for all time evilg to flourish
to a great extent without actually
imperiling tho perpetuity of the
nation. These are but skin diseases
upon the body politic, which, if they
do not becomejpo aggravated, may
continue for nn Indefinite period
without producing dissolution.

Rut there Isa measure pending In
Congress, which has been reported
favorably by a committee, and the
passage of which is predicted by its
friends, which is of a nature to In-

ject toison into the vitals of our
national system. That so astute a
writer as the one from v. hese article
the above quotations are made, in an
enumeration of "perils to the repub-
lic" should have failed to take note
or It, issomcuhat singular. It is
the bill which attacks religious lib-

erty, the very corner stone of the
American national structure, by
providing lor disfranchisement ou
account of religious bellct,nr church
membership.

There Is more danger to tho
American Republic in one such
measure as this, actually placed up-

on the statute book, than in all the
unwise and corrupt fluaucial legis-

lation, accomplished or proposed, to
which the Springfield Republican
has directed attention. t ere it all as
bad as that paper represents it to be.

ticulars the reader is referred to the
book of Fzra and Xcbemlah.

It may bo well to state "here al-

though the remark may, to some

Palestine fvll iulo
the hands or llolemy Lagus as a
tart of tho Kgyptlan monarchy.and
it remained so for about a hundred
years when It Was transferred tothe
kings of Sjria, in which situation it
greatly suffered during the frequent
wars between llgypt and Syria.
Antloclius Kpiphanes, one of the
Syrian kiugsplundcndthe city and
the Temple and cnsUvcd tho teopie.

God
reminds them that He had blessed
them abundantly, rrom the time
they liad laid tliecorncr-fton-e oftlio
temple (ch. 210 19.) The fourth
message is delivered tbe same day.
It contains a general prediction of
the overthrow of the kingdoms or
tho world and the promise or a spe-
cial blessing to Zerubbabej at that
time. It is clear enough that the
right interpretation or this promise
can be comprehended by no man,
until divine revelation zliall make
It fennwn.

CONCLUSIONS B0N THE KHIEGO-I-

revelation. Not onu singlu passage,
nor all the passages combined, are
so written ns to exclude the neces-
sity of the revelations contained in
the Xew Testament, for imtauce.
On tho 'contrary', one revelation
leads to another, God always giving
"line upon lino, precept upou pre-
cept," imparting know ledge as men
are wllliug and able to receive. It.
For It Is through re elation that
God educate) Ilia servants and Ills
peojl ;ind asin any brancli or study
wuare ledou from thu fundamental
principles aud find that each new
truth suggest others, so here: eaeh
new truth revealed leads us to others
until were such a case posslblo
wuhae been permitted to exhaust
tho fulness of divlno knowl
edge.

We have also seen that thu serv-
ants of God III the old covenant de-

clare the contiuu-ilb- of revelation.
They do not consider the prophet-
ical gift er tho gift or receiving re-

velations as peculiar to their own
dispensation. They joint to "tho
lastdavs" as a time lu which the
Spirit or thu Lord is to be toured
out more abuudantly than in auy
former jieriod. Aud His presence Is
to bo manifested through "dreams
aud visions" The withdrawal or
theso they designate ns n calamity.
They iak of tho time in wbleh
such heavenly gifts are withdrawn
as "night" and "darkness" while,
consequently, the presence or them
indicate day and light.
