Last week John Tonnar was tried at
Evanston, Wyoming, for a triple
murder committed on Jnl7 16, 1886,

and tere Is considerable feeling over
the verdict. The particulars of the
awful deed were published In the
Nxws at the time. The tbzee mar
dered men were Henry Wetter,. August
Kellenberger and T. II. Tiggerman.
The bodies were found some days
aftef? and John Tonnar was Arrested
on suspicion of being tbe murderer
At the coroner's inquest the Jury found
that he did .the killing with felonious
intent, and he was accordingly Indicted
for murder. Tbe Laramie Boomerang
gives the following account of the
trial

"The prosecution proved that the
skulls of two of the men had been

Crushed ia, and set ap the theory that
tnev baa oeen muraerea in ue mgat
with some heavy instrument, while the
other coming to the rescue had been
shot, and then tbe murderer had fired
bullet into their bodies so as to clear

In case their remains wereinmself To make the murder theory
Stronger they proved that Tonaar said
Bathing about the awful deed until the
tiaie of his arrest, although he had had
ample Opportunity to tell the. story to
the people to whom be had gone, bat
instead had said his partners had gone
oat hasting and he was waiting for
t heir return, and did not change this
story until arrested.

Wnen put upon the stand Tonnar
acknowledged having killed the men,
but Insisted he had done so only to
save his owa life. .He had put up most
of the money for their outfit, but when
they got to work they wanted to
freex? nim out and on two occasions
had lights with him. Finding it would
be impTJBlible to work with them
longer he prepared to leave, but
wanted to take with him bis perconal
property. Over a pair of boots he gotinto a quarrel with one of tbe zaea and
the others cam a at bim, eae with
an axe and the ether with a
shovel. He then started for tbe cabin
oa the ruD, closely followed by all
three. Getting Inside he picked) np a
rifle and shot the first one and as the
otners kept coming at him, killed the
entire party. The broken skulls he
accounts for by the fact that he slid
their bodies down a high bank in er

to bury them in the aands of tbe
creek and as they were sent down Bead
hrst, their heads were naturallycrushed. He gave for a reason for not
telling this story at once that be feared
personal violence and had intended to
give full particulars as soon as he gotout of the country.This was substantially tbe case as It
was sent to the Jury and It was cer-
tainly a dark one, but for all that the
defense worked so upon the minds of
tbe twelve men that in less than two
hours they bad agreed upon a verdict
of not guilty, ft is only Justice to say,
however, that by affidavits .produced
it was .shown that tbe accused had
borne a most excellent character, not
only for a good temper but for honestyand sobriety. Tnis fact naturallycaused a doubt to exist in tbe minds
of the Jury and so they did not and him
guilty as charged in the indictment.

having expired about a year ago.
Since that time, he said, he had been
kept in custody .because of three or
four attempts he had made to run away.
He was seatenced to en year's im-

prisonment.

N.,
whereby both legs were broken. Sims
was making a coupllBg between a nar-
row gange engine and a broad gauge
coal car.

Widening the Guage. Of the
preparations for changing the Utah 4,
Northern division of the Union Pacific
from a narrow to a broa'd guage, which
is to take place about July 1, me Dil-

lon (Mont.) Examiner say? :

"The company now has eight work
trains and 500 men at work, and the
force will be increased as rapidly as
possible; On. the division between
Spring Hill and Silver Bow there is
now one steam plow and scraper and a
single plow will be added shortly, to-

gether with a couple more work trains.
These plow and scrapers can be used
almost any place and reach thirty-liv- e

feet on either side of the track. Be-
tween Apex and Silver Bow, a dis-
tance of fifty miles, the road is at pres-
ent laid with forty pound steel, and
after the long ties arc put in, the heavy
steel will be laid at tiie standard wldtn
on each side of the present track, and
this, with twadv miies more at Beaver
Cation, will all be completed, except
the switches, seme days before the
other widening Is done. It has been
determined to keep the ties on the cen-
tre of the gradtt, and to do this it will
be necessary to move both rails ten
Inches. About one thousand men wtir
be employed on the linal day, and it is
expected that tbe widening will be
done between sunup and rundown i t
one day. Freight traffic will probably
be suspended two days to Clow tbe
clearing of the track cf all narrow
gauge rolling stock, hut there will be
no material interruption of the tun
nlng of passenger trains."
