shed a colony of Ills believers He
had a peculiar religion one of tiro
tenets of whichI was that all men Ihad
equal rights and that ro one could
equitably prevent another fioni doingl l

vvn1tI he pleased He saldthat the law
of Hie lmil was Ihe devils law and
that no respect ought to be paidI to It It
was this devils law that teLl whisky
The law ol God which he bimmsj
laid down provided that a main could
make amt sell what be pleased and
binims salt lie had ta perfect tight to-

maku whisky out ul Ids corn and that
God would protect him He defied the
government he built his still out In
plain sight In Iron of hit cabin and Ihsd-
a wide road running up to It when we
sent a warrant for his arrest he took It
