Elder Tanner a privatet discussion

The two gentlemen however met
with about tncnty of the Saints and dis-
cussed tile subject from six oclock until
after midnight each takmj fifteen mm-
utes alternately The Saints were well
tatisfied with the result and the follow-
ing night Elder Tanner lectured on the
subject before a crowded house ol both
Mermonaod uouMornioni Viealutary
rfTceU ol which were most remarkable
The spirit of disputation which had
spread throughout this entire branch
immediately disappeared Mormons
had maintained a most successful de
lence against an Insidious attack upon
the Christian Sabbath defense so
complete and sweeping the Christian de-
nominations could well take refuge un
der iHi ample folds

These events had tile good ten
iency of arousing n lively spirit of in-
qulry and prepared tile way for the Send-
Ing of three missionaries tom Southern
Idaho to labor in this new field rnese
were Elders J P Hunt D Jensen andIGohghtlI They armed on the loth
