y esterday morning, was brought to
this city, and an inquest held by Cor-
oner George J. Taylor. After hearing

t of accidental death.

~'Ome of the incidents of the disaster
was the narrow escape of the capsized
train from destruction by fire. When
the cars were overturned the burning
coals in the stoves were emptied out.
Fortunately Superintendent W. W
Riter wds on the traln and unhurt, and
with his characteristic coolnéss and
promptitude, the [flamics were extin-
guished before gaining much headway.

All of the passengers were removed
from the train as quickly as possible,
one coach was righted, and they were
taken on to Black Rock for shelter and
dattendance. Dirs. Beueu:ct and Af-
kin, who were !oth irjored, gave
needed assistance to Lhelr fellow pas-
sengers, who were badly shaken up,
but none o! whom were dangerously
hurt.
