; The Supreme Court to-d- ay rendered
a decision in the case of Frederick M.
Kerr against the people of Illinois,
brought here by a writ of error from
the Supreme Court of that Stte. By
the dtcision to-d- ay the Judgment ot
the Supreme Court of Illinois sustain-
ing tbe decision of the Criminal Court
of Cook County against thd prisoner is
alfirmed.

A decision was also rendered by the
Court to-d- ay in another important
case, viz: Tbe United States apamst
Wm. Raucber. Gaucher was an ofllcer
of an American vessel who was extra-
dited; from Great Britain to auswer
for the murder of a seaman, and who
was afterward brought to trial fur a
different offense, viz: Cruelty and un-

usual punishment of tbe same seaman
whom he was charged with murdering.The case brings up an important ques-
tion which has long been the subject of
diplomatic negotiations between the
Governments of the United States and
Great Britain and which has never be-
fore been fully fettled, viz: whether,
under the extradition treaty iu force
between the two countries, a person
extradited for one offense can he tried
for another. This court hold?, in a
carefully prepared opinion by Justice
Miller, that the person who oas been
brought within the Jurisdiction of tbe
court by virtue of the proceedings un-
der an extradition treaty can only be
tried for one of tbe offenses- - described
in the treaty, and for tbe offense with
which he is charged in the pioceeding
for his extradition, Unless reasonable
time ar.d opportunity have been given
him alter his trial under such charge to
return to the country from which asy-
lum be bad been iorcibly taken under
these proceedings.

Cblet Justice Waite dissents f&om
the opiuiou of the court on the grouud
that he does not find in the treaty any-
thing which forbids the trial of a pris-
oner for an offense other than that for
which he was indicted.

The citizens of Wash-
ington, underterred by uopropiUons
weather, crowded the galiariea and
looked down with interest and amuse-
ment on the scene being enacted be-
low. The Executive and Diplomatic

empty. Tbe desks of the various
members were adorned with floral de-

signs. The Speaker was not forgotten,
and his desk was plenteously adorned,
while congratulations abounded.
Those offered toHewitt were apparent-
ly most earnest, and he was kept busy
shaking bands with political friends
and toes, who seemed to agree with
each other in expressing the heartiest
good will and good wishes.

At precisely 12 o'clock Speaker Car-
lisle rapped the House to order and the
chaplain delivered a prayer ia which be
feelingly referred to the deaths of Re-

presentatives Beach and Arnot, aad
invoked Divine supervision over the
proceedings of Congress.

In obedience to the direction of the
Speaker the clerk proceeded to call the
roll and 245 members responded.

On motion of Morrison (111.) a reso-
lution was adopted directing the clerk
to inform the Senate that tbe House
was ready to proceed to business.

On motion of Reagan (Tex.) a reso-
lution was adopted for the appoint-
ment of a committee of three members
to Join a similar committee appointed
by tbe Senate to wait npOn the Presi-
dent and inform Mm that Congress was
ready to receive any communication he
might desire to make.

- No objection was made to Cox's
qualifying and ..his. popularity was
manifested by the round of applause
which greeted his re-ent- ry into legis-
lative life. ,

Henry W. Rusk, of Maryland, and
Henry Bacon, of New York, also ap-
peared at the bar of the House aud
qualified, filling the vacancies occa-
sioned by the deaths of William ii.
Cole and Lewis Beach.

At 12:40 a recess ot thirty minutes
was taken, and a further recess was
then taken until 2 oclock.

On the reassembling of the House,
tbe committee appointed to wait upon
tbe President announced that it bad
performed its duty and that the Presi-
dent would communicate in writing
with Congress forthwith.
