stturtd the tarantula be-

tween tho prong, which, com-
ing together, held it Ulit

cape, but cot enough to injure it.iienjiared with it to a hill of large
reel ants w hlch he had passed on histrarapashatt time before. In the

It wasaratherchilly
day, cud Lut few ants w ere out of
their hole?.

Thee three ventured withinthe reach of the Jawx of the taran-
tula, which closed its mouth with asnap, ending their existence

In four minutes the tarantula wrs
dead. There was not n sign of
blood anywhere on its body, though
In many places were evidences of
the fray. Near tho head were scars
show leg where the ants ha J bittendeepest. Shortly after it closed Itseyes and a'liwed its head to sag.
