The keeping ef
late hours is not conducive to the
moral, physical, or intellectual
health of individuals or communi
ties, but decidedly deteriorating in
those respects, and should therefore
be discouraged by the Latter-da- y

Saints. The keeping of late hours
is also a direct breach of the revela-
tion in the Book' of Doctrine and
Covenants, In which the Lord com
mands his disciples to retire to rest
early and to arise early In the morn
ing.

A very iraiKutant mutter iu cou- -

nectiou with dancing parties is to

adopt rules so as to exclude from
them all objectionable characters,
ou moral grounds; this being especi
ally neceary ia view Of the num
ber of individuals who eviuce an
insatiable desire to corrupt the
morals of the young people of the
community.

The next an. I not the least im-

portant thing to be considered in
this connection Is the klud of danc-

ing that should be engaged in at
those parties, there being some
kinds that are becoming, while
others are decidedly the opposite.
Of the latter class are those gener-
ally denominated "round dances'
lo which there should be unquali-
fied objection, If only on the ground
that the position generally occe pied
by arties engaged in them is at
least indecorous, not to say vulgar.
Mr. Dio Lewis, in writing against
"round dances," states that all a
sensible person needs to convince
him of the Indelicate, not to say.
indecent, character of such dances
is to Imagine a couple standing up-
on the floor, without whirling
around, in the attitude or rela-

tive position of persocs engaged
in dancing of that description,
It may be urged . that there la only
evil In a matter when evil Is made
of it, and that thousands of people
engage in round dances who have
not the shadow of an evil thought
in their minds, bet we are now
talking to .Latter-da- y Saints, whose
duty it is, according to the nature
of their religion, to "shun the very
appeaiance of evil."

In a conversation in the Presi
dent's office, Dec 4th, 1875, with
Bishops Lsyton and Smith, on
the subject of dancing, President
Young said that it was bis mind
that dances should commence from
one to two In the afternoon, and
dismiss from 9 to P. That was the
plan he had adopted in this city in
the early days of the Territory, and
which he wished to see adopted by
the bishops In the settlements. He
had led out in this way himself
from the commencement of the
settlement of the Territory, and
set the example In his own prac
tice, and his mind was still un
changed.

Dancing was no part of our reli

gion, but when we attended to it
for our amusement, we did It in the
name ef the Lord, just as we should
attend to any other business.

With regard to round dances, he
was opposed to them, from begin
ning to end, from top to bottom.
Bound dances were first commen
ced In and still continue brothel
house dances.
