SECOND SPSECa OK 8KHATOS TELLER.

SOME PLAIN FACTS.

In the U. S. Senate, on the Tth Inst.,
Mr. Teller, resenting the nntair
saults upon his speech of the previous
day, made the following ontipoken
and telling remarks, which seemed to'
greatly irritate Mr. Cullom, of. Illinois,
bnt which he could not refute :

Mr." Teller. Mr. President. I ex
pressed mr idea yesterday of perhapsthe lolly of a man saying anything
against this bill ; first, because it comes
from a committee of so high authority
in mis Doay; secondly, oecause n
touches a question that I do not think
the mass of the people are capable of
coolly, carefully, dispassionately dis-
cuss In sr. and no better illustration can
"be made of that than when a senator

ran this floor who bas read my remarks
arises and attributes to me what I
never said, either in letter or spirit.
Oq any other subject the senator from
Illinois would not have made that
blunder. On this subject he. like the
g'eatmass of men, thinks from! his
prejudices, thinks from his anger at an
evil i hat I am as free to condemn and
as anxtous to extirpate as he is; bnt if
am anxious to do it under the forms
and under the color of law. I have
been educated, in a school 'which
tanght me that whenever a government
attempted to repr .ss crime by methods
unknown to the law, it was a greater
crime than that, whicn it attempted to
repress because it is the greatest of all
crimes.'

Mr. President, polygamy is a crime :
but it is not irreater thau murder, it is
not: greater than other crimes known in
he catalogue of human vice. It is
contrary to our ideas of civilization;
it is contrary to our Judgment of what
is to the best interest of a political or-

ganization; it is contrary to our re-
ligious convictions, and therefore! we
do not look at it with calm considers
tioa, antt we dq not consider when, we
come to attempt to pot our hand upon
rt how we are to betiLdo 4U We want;
as a Senator said to me to-da- y, to putthe knife in. So say I, but put the
knife in under the , color of law;
put the knife la by a constitutional
niovement. J

1 beitov fc life act of 1862 was 8 u (He tent
to have .eradicated this evil If it had
been properly administered. I believe
ltw8Si a proper law. Ihavenerer
criticised it ; I have never crltfclse'd
the action of the General Government,
but; I say its agencies sent there from
time to time were of a character, that
was calculated to defeat the laudable
purpose of the law.' 1 Joined,, as a
member of the committee and as a
member of the Senate. In the passage
of the act of 1882. I believe that .act
is aow capable of carrying out and
completing the end which we all are so
desirous to attain. I did not intend
yesterday in my criticisms to criticise
the past transactions under this law,
but to criticise the actions under the
old law. The honorable Senator --says
we all know that no effort was made to
enforce it. That is what I complain of.
For fifteen years tbe Government made
practically no effort at all 5 it sent ropn
out there who professedly for a time
attempted to enforce it lit the most
odious and most objectionable manner
possible, and yet did nothing. , , - --

Whether these people have! been
persecuted or not is a matter of Judg-
ment. Ldo not yield to any man' on
this door in knowledge oa this Ques
tion. I know these people a well as
anybody here does,,, and I know their
history as well ; but I am no believer
in their religion. J regard their cief

as an arrant knave. J do not
Eropbetany revelation was ever made
to Joe Smith or to Brigham Young or
to anybody else. I regard this as an
oligarchy or a religions despotism that
ought tcrbe wiped out, but it must be
done by law. If you can Justify tbe
transgression of fundamental princi-
ples of constitutional law in this case,
you can do it ia a hundred others. If
the enormity of theCrime that Is to be
stricken down is a Justification for tbe
transgression of law, then you may find
it everywhere, and no rights are sao-re- di.

It becomes a question of pre-
judice and of passion and of hate.

I did say that this bill bristled with
blood and with vengeance, and I re-

peat it, and I propose to show it. I
propose to show here that there never
was such a bill introduced io any legis-
lative bodv in the world, and no such
bill was ever enacted into a law, and
that too when, by the report of the
commission that we sent oat there. It
Is evident that, there is noneoessity
for this extreme and new legislation.

Yesterday it was said that. the wife
cooldbe compelled anywhere in the
States to testify against the husband.
I deny It. I do not know but that there
may be some State where the expres
siota bas been used that the Wife may
be compelled to testify against the
husband.

She is committed for
contempt, she goes to tail, she remains

Mr. President, bow ever good may be
the Judges, however goodT may be the
marBhalr however good may be the
governor of this Territory and 1 have
not a word to say against one of them
they are sitting there amidst the great-
est psssible excitement, with the great-
est passible prejudice surrounding
them, and that which might be tolera-
ble and might be endured la lome com-
munities may be used as a grievously
oppressive measure . to those ' people
and compel tbe woman.? to testify
whether she Willi or no. Why, Mr.
President, yon will not do so in mar
der. Is this a greater crime than mur-
der? You would not 4o it in rape ; you
wonldnot do it in any of the great
crimes known to the statutes.:. rWoy
should you do it la this? .

There are many other things In this
bill that I say i are inconsistent with
good legislation, and it will not be any
answer to me if the senator from Ver-
mont should discover that some State
had enacted even a law like unto it.1 I
upon this question must act upon my
own Judgment and not upon the prece-
dent of somebody else.
