Marsh was
examined to-da- y. lie testified be
did net remember if that was prior
to the time the ladies were at his
house.

Q. Was there any corrupt agree-
ment between you and Belknap in
regard to you being appointed post-trad- er

at Fort Sill ?
The managers objected to the

word corrupt, and the objection
was sustained.

Q. Was there any agreement on
your part to pay Belknap any
money in consideration that he
would appoint you post trader at
Fort Bill ?
" A. There was not at any time.

Q. Was there any agreement be-

tween you and Belknap that you
would pay him money or valuables
in consideration of his continuing
Evans as post trader?

A. Never.
The witness further testified that

there was no agreement between
him and Belknap to the effect that
Belknap should bo paid for appoint-
ing a post trader at Fort Sill.

Carpenter asked if the great in-

ducement in making the appoint-
ment was not owing to the kiud-nes- s

extended to Mrs. Belknap?
Witness replied he thought this

had a great deal to do with his
making the appointment.In response to a question put by
one of the senators, he said the
reason he gave half the money he
received from Evans to Belknap
was because it gave him great plea
sure, lie sent the money as a pre-
sent, always gratuitously. Was
not aware whether Belknap knew
how large the presents were to be
before he received them, but said
he (Marsh) was fully cognizant of
their values before sending them;
had no conversation with any one
on the subject of sending money to
Belknap until the one he had with
the present Mrs. Belknap on the
night of the funeral of the first
Mrs. Belknap.

lie was asked to give this conver
sation, but Manager McMahon ob
jected, on the ground that a con
versation with a third party was
not proper evidence.

The objection was sustained.
A senator asked whether he had

ever assigned a reason to LJelKnapfr sending this money?
Marsh replied he had not. There

had been no communication be-
tween him and Belknap, in conse
quence of which he sent this money
to Mrs. Belknap.

Logan asked if there had been
any arrangement with any other
person than Belknap, whereby he
sent money to Belknap, to which
objection was made by the man-
agers. This action gave rise to a
lengthy discussion, Judge Blair
arguing that it was proper to show
tnat there was an airangementwith some other party to whom,
the money was sent, although Bel
knap was the proper custodian.
The objection" was finally over
ruled and the, question answered
by the witness; he said, "I had
conversation with the present Mrs.
Belknap on the night of the funeral.
She asked me to go up stairs with
her to look at the baby in the nur
sery. 1 said to her, as near as l can
remember, 'Ihis child will have
money coming to it after a while.'
She said, 'My sister gave the child
to me and told me that money was
coming from you to her, which 1
must take and keep lor it. 1 am
not certain about the rest of the
conversation; I have an indistinct
impression about what was said,
and said, A.ll right, perhaps the
father ought to be consulted,' and
her reply was that if I sent the
money to him she would get it any
way without the child." Marsh
continued, and said he had an in-
distinct recollection of the conver
sation with Belknap that night, but
could not be certain about it.

McMahon asked when Marsh
sent Ithe remittance to Belknap,
saying it was from S. W., it Belk
nap asked by letter or otherwise
where it was from.

Carpenter objected, and an argu-
ment between McMahon and Car
penter followed.

Senator (Jonkling said, to save
time, he would call for the reading
of a similar question by Senator
Morton, and answer thereto, from
which it appears Belknap made no
such inquiry.

Senator Wright asked on what
he based his assumption yesterday,
when he said he presumed Belknap
knew from whom the money sent
him came, and presumed he knew,
because he had appointed Evans to
this post at my request. Had no
other business transactions with
Gen. Belknap whatever, except
sending this money. It was a kind
of general knowledge arising from
their general relations.

Questiou by Logan From a con-
versation with the present Mrs.

district school bonds, escaped from
jail this morning in company with
other prisoners. They enected their
escape by eawing the bars of the
cell door.

Resignation ol I'ratt.
Washington, 11. Mr. Fratt has

tendered his resignation as Com-
missioner of Internal Revenue, and
will retire from that office on the
1st of August. . It has been known
for some time that the President
has, in repeated instances, ordered
the removal of internal revenue
officers irrespective of the recom-
mendation and sanction of the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue,
who is held individually responsi-
ble for the proper conduct of his
office. Several days ago the com
missioner expressed the hope that
on the incoming of Secretary Mor-
rill there would be a satisfactory
arrangement, so that business could
be more harmoniously done, in the
absence of which, self-proprie- ty

would compel him to resign. The
President, however, having inti-
mated to him his desire to make a
change, Commissioner Pratt re-

signed.
More About trie Jewell Rekignatlou.

The following is Gov. Jewell's
letter:

"I hereby tender my resignation
of the ofliee of Postmaster General.

"Your obediect servant,
- "Marshall J ewell.

"To the President."
Gov. Jewell asked no questions

of the President, and is, therefoie,
not aware 01 the reason for the re
quest, and members say they are
ignorant of the motives that con-
trolled the President. It is asserted
in soma circles, that in addition to
political considerations, the Presi-
dent was influenced by Gov. Jew
ell's avowed friendliness to Mr.
Bristow. The members of Congress
generally, when the report reached
them that Gov. Jewell had resign
ed, did not readily credit it. The
subsequent nomination of Tyner in
his place, however, removed all
doubt, and occasioned an linauirv
as to the cause of his resignation,out nis most intimate mends as-
serted they were unable to furnish
a reply.

The Silver Bill Committee.
The committee of conference on

the so-call- ed silver bill held a long
meeting this afternoon, and par-
tially agreed on a report. The
members of the committee are
Sherman, Boutwell and Bogy on
tne pan or tne tenate, and Ilandall,
Sanders and Payne as representa-
tives of the House. The report
will recommend the passage of a
measure substantially the same as
the Randall bill, providing for the
purchase of silver bullion to the
amount of twenty million dollars,with any money in the Treasury,and its coinage and issue in the
shape of subsidiary silver coin, pro--
viaeu mat not more than a million
dollars' worth shall be purchased at
any one time, and provided also,
by a new clause, that . the whole
amount of silver coin issued in this
way, and in exchange for fractional
currency retired, shall not exceed
fifty million dollars. The Senate
amendment striking out the word
"now" from the clause authorizingthe issue of silver coin now in the
Treasury, ia agreed to by the com-
mittee.- - The House amendment,
adopted on motion of Landers, ana
providing for the revival of the
old silver dollar, with limited legal
tender power, is stricken out by the
conference committee, and so also
is the Senate amendment repealing
the legal tenaer power of trade dol
lars. - Laader says he intends to
oppose the adoption of the reDort
by the House.and thinks the House
will stand by its former action on
his amendment.
