If there
is good and suflicient evidence
to substantiate any phenom-
ena ordinarily classed as super
natural, it exists in relation to acts
performed by Joseph Smith. Not
one of the miracles imputed to the
author of the Christian or Mahom-meta- n

religion was "vouched for by
so many witnesses. Of course the
philosophy of the positivists, like
Combe and Mill, would reject the
miracles imputed to Joseph Smith,
as it has rejected those ascribed to
Jesus Christ, but the great major-
ity of persons will believe in the
supernatural after all.

AN ORDINANCE
Licensing and Regulating the Sale

of Spiiituous and Fermented
Liquors.
Sec. 1. Be it ordaiued by the

City Council of Salt Lake City,
that no person shall, within the cor
porate limits of fcaid city, directlyor indirectly, in person or by an
other, sell, barter, or otherwise dis
pose or, or permit to be bartered or
delivered, lor or on his account, any
spirituous or fermented liquors
without a license first obtained ac
cording to the provisions of this or
dinance.

Sec. 2. Applications for License
under this Ordinance shall be made
in writing to the Mayor, and shall
state where the business is to be
carried on, the full name of the ap-
plicant, and if a firm, the full name
of each member thereof.

Sec. 3. Oh payment to the City
Treasurer of the sum of $250.00, the
Mayor may issue a license to the
applicant to carry on business, for
a period of three months, as a liquor
dealer, to sell spirituous and fer-
mented liquors of any kind, and in
any quantity, wholesale, retail and
by the dram, in the tenement or
building named in the application.

bEC. 4. iSo License granted un
der this ordinance shall be assigna-
ble or transferable, or authorize any
person or persons other than those
named in the License, to carry ou
the business therein specified; and
no person or persons shall carry on
the business provided for in this
Ordinance at any other place than
the one designated in such License;
Provided: That the City Council
may, on application by the parties
interested, authorize the assign-
ment of the License, or a change
in the place of business.

Sec. o. The Mayor, whenever In
his judgment the peace, good order
or safety of the City or its inhabit-
ants shall require it, and on Muni
cipal, County or Territorial election
days, Fourth of July, Decoratlon,
lhauksgiving and all Territorial
and National holidays, may, by
proclamation, forbid the sale, giv-
ing away, or in any way disposing
of spirituous or- - fermented liquors
for any given period, not to exceed
twenty-fou- r hours at any one time;
and any person who shall sell, bar-
ter or give away, any spirituous or
fermented liquors in contravention
of said proclamation shall, ou con
viction, be lined not to exceed one
hundred dollars for each offense,
any license to tno contrary not
withstanding.

bec. 0. Any person obtaining
License under this Ordinance shall
be subject to the following regula-
tions : He shall faithfully observe
and keep all ordinances in force in
relation to liquor during the period
of such license; he shall not keep
open his bar, house or place for the
sale of liquors, nor sell, give away,
nor in any manner ueal in by Him
self, servant, or other person, any
spirituous or fermented liquors be
tween the hours or ten o'clock p.m.and six o'clock a.m., on any day of
tne week; he shall prohibit all gam-
ing, with or without betting, by
means of dominoes, cards, dice, or
other articles, every game Of chance,
and every other description of gam
ing or gambling; and, on the proc-
lamation of the Mayor for all liquor
establishments to be closed, he shall
discontinue business during the
period of such proclamation. He
shall not in any wise dispose of
liquors to any person under four
teen years of age, nor to any
Indian; he shall prohibit music,
dancing, drunkenness and all
riotous or disorderly Gonduct on his
premises.

bEC. 7. It aLV person Bhall
keep any house or place within the
corporate limits of this city, for the
purpose of selling, or otherwise dis
posing of spirituous or rermented
liquors, as provided in this Ordin
ance, without nrst having obtained
a license therefor, as herein provi-
ded, on conviction thereof he shall
pay a fine of one hundred dollars
for the first offense, and if convict
ed of a second offense a fine of one
hundred dollars and be imprisoned
not to exceed thirty days; and
for each subsequent conviction a
fine of one hundred dollars and im-

prisonment not to exceed six
months.

Sec. 8. Any person violating
any of the provisions of this Ordin
ance, for which no penalty is here
in provided, snail ou conviction
pay a fine not to exceed one hun-ere- d

dollars for each offense.
Seo. 9. All ordinances and

parts of ordinances relating to the
sale of spirituous or fermented
liquors, in conflict herewith, are
hertby repealed: Provided the re-

peal of such ordinances shall not
affect any rights accrued or liabili
ties for flues and penalties incurred;
but all such rights and liabilities
may be maintained and enforced
the same as if said ordinances and
parts of ordinances had remained
in full force.

From Johnson to Navajo Wells,
good feed all the way, 8 miles;

7 miles; over the Moun-
tain, feed but no water, 15 miles;
foot of the Mouutain to House
Rock Springs, feed and water at
the latter place. 11 miles; from
there to Jacob's Pool, some feed
and water there, 12 miles;
travellers should recruit at the last
named point; from the last named
place to Soap Creek, poor water and
very little feed, 13 miles; to Badger
UreeK, poor water and no feed, b
miles; to Lee's Ferry, water enough
for anything, but no feed; thence
to Navajoe Springs, no feed on the
way, but some there. 8 miles; to
Limestone Tanks, feed, but water
only in the Spring aud Fall, 19
miles; to Willow Springs, feed and
goou water, 33 milec; to Moaby
feed and water there.

Moan Coppy lies about nine
miles east of the last named place,
and at Moaby the traveller to the
Little Colorado settlements should
recruit at that point, there being
no feed between there and the
river, excepting at a point ten
miles from Moaby, the distance
between there and where the river
Is struck being twenty-fiv- e miles.
From the point of striking the
Little Colorado to Ballineer settle
ment, the first reached, is within
a trifle of 100 miles, there being feed
and water along that part of the
road.

Arizona Matters. Yesterday we
received a call from Elder Thomas
Lowe, of the Moan Coppy mission,
in Arizona, having just arrived- - in
the city on his way to Franklin,
Oneida County, Idaho, expecting
to return to the South in the Fall.
Brother Lowe has a taste for mat-
ters pertaining to natural history,
and exhibited to us a collection of
reptiles, bugs, bc, preserved in
spirits, which he facetiously called
"'Arizona pickles." Among them
were red horned toads, cameleons.
centipedes (poisonous), black scor-

pion, tarantulas, several varieties
of snakes, bugs, and a kind of pois-
onous caterpillar, all of which spe-
cimens he had obtained at different
times In Arizona.

Hs informs us that he left Moan
Coppy about three weeks ago.when
the brethren there had commenced
to cut their wheat, the crops there-
about being good,especially of corn
and vegetables.

Not only has Brother Lowe an
inclination to natural history, but
he has a decided mechanical and
inventive turn. He exhibited to
us a roadometer. which he invent-
ed and manufactured himself, from
wood. It Is a small machine, very
simple In construction, consisting
of a frame and four solid wheels,
cogged or notched at the edges.
One turn of the wagon wheel to
which it is attached passes one
notch on the largest wheel on the
machine, and so on till it gets to
the fourth wheel, which moves one
round every six miles. This mach
ine was thoroughly tested and
found to operate with : exactness.
