WasBHINGTON, 17.—The Secretary of
the Interior to-day drew warrants ou
the Treasury Departmont for $7,7562,430,
on account of Lhe quarterly pay ment of
pensions.

Some time ago acting Secretary Fair-
child Instruected Mr. Writer, chief of
the division of abandoned properiy, to
carry into effect the provisious
act of Dongress authorizing the Secre-
Lnrz of the Treasury to deliver to the
rightful owners certain articles ot
jewelry, etc., captured by thie United
Siates army duripg the civil war, and
deposited lu the Treasury Department.
Mr. Writer has accordingly preparcd
rules and regulations which will gov-
ern the restoration of all sach articles,
and has just concluded an examination
of «he artlcles on deposit. They are
contained in two boxes gnd consist of
silverware, jewelry, portraits, watches,
vie. One of the boxes contaived pear-
ly 500 watches, gold, sliver and brass;
and & number of penknives, pocket-
books, letters, ete. hese were
mainly taken from prisoners
of war who dled in the hos-
pitals aropnd Washiogton,Cape Look-
out, and Elmira, and were deposited
in the l'reasury by Genperal Ketcham,
Some of them, however, beloaged Lo
Union soldiers who died during the
waur near the places designated, The
other box contained a Jot of articles
captured by General Sherman's troops
In Camden, 8. C., in the early part of
1865, They consist of famlly plate,
Jewelry, ete., which bad been . posit-
ed 1n the bank at Camden by Mr. Mc-
Rae and other wealthy resideats of
that section, When Lhe Union Army
approached the tewn &n effort wus
wade to trapsier the articles Lo a place
of safety,bat it did not succeed, as the
troops came upon Lthe scene while the
transfer was being made. Maopy of the
principal sriicles belonging to Mr. Mc-
Hae were restored to him by a special
act of Coogress in 1832, An inveutory
has been made aud it s thought the
articles can easily be identified by their
owners. They will be restored upon
application accompanied by satllsfac-
tory evidence of ownership. The two
boxes coulain all the properly of
the character described now in the
United States Treasury, cxcePt posst-
bly, the presentation swords velon ing
to General Twiggs and captu by
General Butler In New Orleaps. 1t is
an unsettled question as yet whether
these swords cun be restored under the
provisions of theact referred to above.
All the articles meptipned which have
not been restored by application, will
he advertiscd for one year from this
time, and they will then be sold at
public auction.

It is expected that a formal exchange
of coples of the extradition trealy be-
tween the United States and Japan will
soon he announced from Tokio, and
Lbat its promulgation by the two Gov-
ernments will take place immediately
thereafter. This treaty was ratified by
the United States Bepate on the 21st of
iast June, but the Scnate made sgue
minor amendments in its text which
reuder iU necessary that the docu-
ment should be agaln submitted Lo Lhe
Japanese authorities.
