Its Labors.

In the school cenvention yesterday
aftgrnoon the reports of commliitees
were consldered.

That of the committee on geogra-
phy recommended the retention of
those now in use, viz: Appleton’s Ele-
mentary and Higher. TkLe recommen-
datien was adopted.

The report of the committee on pen-
mansh:p recommended the Spencerian
system; also Lhat teachers, where de-

' sirable, be permitted to use Michael’s

system In grades from the fifth reader
upward, The prices were reduced %0
five and ten cents per book. Alter
discassion, the report was adopted.

A motion that Michael's system pre-
vall ip the fourth reader grade and up-
wards, was carried unanimouasly.

W. M. Stewart moved to adopt the
Spencerian shorter course and traciug
pooks.

A CHILD BURNED.
A Bunch o? Fire Crackers Inflicts
Serious Injury.

-

Yesterday afternoon a number of
boys, congregated In the Nioth Ward,
were playlong with fire-crackers. A
seven-year o©ld daughter of Hon-
Chas. W, Penrose, Lucile, was seated
on a log near by, aod one of the boys,
Albert Shuller, lighted & bunch of the
squibs and threw it immediately under
the child. With the explosion of the
crackers her clothing was ignited, and
when the boys realized what had been
done two of them endeavored to ex-
tingulsh the fire. Aftertrylng a short
time to smother {tout with their hands,
they threw her into the ditch, sad the
water put the fireout. She then arose
and ran to her home & short distance
away. Mrs. Penrose was not at home
at the time, and the little ona's cries
brought several of the neighbors, who
gave every attention possible. A
physician was summoned and It was
found that the ehild had sustained
severe injarles. Her clothing was
barned almost off, and the flesh on her
{imbs and back was horribly scorched.
Much of the skin was burnad away,
aud the fire had in places, gone deep
into the jflesh, IHer sufferings were
very severe, and it will take & loog
time, even under the most favorablc
conditlons, for her recovery.
In connection wilh this painfal ac\.i
dent, it may be well to state that
instances are of [requent occurrence
where boys while eogaged in burning
fire-crackers, wlll throw the explosivge
at passers by orv at children, just to
startle them. This practice 18 becom-
ing 80 common &t present that It
should be summarily checked by thé
entorcement of the city ordinaoce, and
accidents of the class here voted pre-
vented in [uture.
