adoption of this cross was tho disparityin tho sizo of th breeds, the Cotswold bo-iugm- uch

tho largest; It was thought that
the Merino sheep had not sufficient milk to
nourish its young: and that It would bo
more advantageous to cross Merino rams
with Cotswold ewes, the hitter having a
much more copious supply of milk thantho Merino ewes. This, it was imaginedwould Incur less fatality daring the lamb-
ing season than rice versa. Practical ex-
perience har. however, proved that thosotears had no foundation. It has been
contended also that the size would be In-
creased, wore tho cross between the Merinorams ami Urge Cotswold ewes, and whilethe qnality of the wool would not be ma-
terially allected the tleeee would be in-
