SERIOUS TROUBLE ON °
PARIS RACE TRACK

Parig, June 20.—An occurrence unprece-
dented In the French turf almost nre-
vented the runningof the Grand steeple-
chase  of Paris today at the Autell
course. The meeting “was disorganized
by & serious riot, scveral persons heing
injured.

Many arrests were made. Inspired and
aided, it Is safd, by Pataud and other
revolutionary labor leaders, 40 militant
members o2 the stable, hoys union, arme-
ed with revolyers, ambished the vans
conveving the horses. from Maisons La-
IFitte, their running quarters. Among the
victims  were several American horses.
Meanwhile, owing to tne delay in call-
ing the eventd, tle greatest confusion
prevailed at the race track.

It was a long time before the canse of
the non-apuearance of the horsos became
known, but finally a maglstrate and' a
force of police get off in automobiles to
the scene of the trouble, where they put
the stable boys to flight and rescued tho

racers.
It seemed at first as though the meat-
ing would have to be abandoned, and

President Fallieres, who ulwuqu is pres-
ent on the oceaslon of the Grand stoe-
plechase, was advised hy telephone not
to come. Eventually, however, tha call
was given for the first race. This was
more than two hours after the schednyled
time and the crowds, already exasper-
ated from waiting, became violent when
i single horse presented itself for a
walkover in the first event. Jockey and
horse were forced (o beat a hasty pe-
treat to paddock, as the crowd swarmed
on the track and refused to permit the

Jockey  to take liis mount over the
¢ourse, .

The second event was for army offi-
wre riding their own horses. Ifor some

reason or other the crowds became fren-
zied when several officers cantered In.
The officers wera pelted with missiles
and two wern severely Injured. The bar-
riers. guarding the course were broken
down and hundreds of men inyvaded the

track, several of them being  ridden
down and injured by the wildly ex-
cited horses. "
