The following correspondence speaks
for itself:

Grantsvillr, April 20th, 1885.

Brother A. M. Musser, Salt Lake :

Dear Sir I have noticed your name
mentioned often in papers in connec-
tion with German Carp distribution,
and not being apprised of tbe exis-
tence of any Territorial Commissioner
of Fish, I thought you could give me
the desired information in regard to
carp. I received some, one year ago
last fall, put them in a pond by them-
selves, and they have been growing,wiuter and summer, ever since, with-
out feeding, except on the natural food
tbat grows in tbe pond, and now they
average oue foot long, or more, with
circumference in proportion. They may
be seen any quiet, clear day.I bave facilities here in the shape of
natural ponds, etc., for the raising of
millions, and i desire much to kiiow U
there ia any way to obtain a few hun-
dred. This locality seems to be espe
cially adapted for carp culture, aud I
would like to go into the business ex-

tensively. I have no guide nor informa-
tion to tell mc how old or how large
they must be to begin reproducing. If
you can throw any light upon the mat-
ter, I would feel much obliged to you.
