heroic, stubborn valor, and covered
the grouud for miles with the dead of
both armies, Grant was repu'sed, de-

feated, and compelled to retreat, and
leave the field in possession of the
enemy; and the killed, wounded, and
missing of the Union army largely out-
numbered the Confederate loss. But
Grant was determined; he was unused
to defeat; be proposed to "tight itout
on that line, if it took all summer,"
rerardless, seemingly, ot the fearlul
cost. For the. first time in his life,
however, he tried to avoid the enemy,
aud by a flank movement to reach
Spottsylvania Court-hous- e. But when
he arrived there and was prepared to
assault, Lee was ready, entrenched,
and awailiDg the assault, which was as
heroic, as persistent, as deadly as tbat
in the Wilderness, and as unsuccess-
ful. At tbe expense of over titty tbou-sen- d

men Grant learped that in that
kind of warfare Lee was invincible.
Tbe battle at Cold Harbor, fought
within a month, ended the bloodiest
compaign in history, and the Federal
General, abandoning the, attempt ;to
take Richmond by assault, withdrew to
the south of tbe James, and began tbe
long campaign of siege and starva
tlon.

He could have placed his army south
of tbe James three months sooner than
he did, and without the loss of the six-
ty thousand men who fought their last
battle between the Rapidap and tbe
James, and that, too, without dangerto Washington.Alter the siege of Richmond began
the repeated and unavailing assaults of
the Union army upon the Confederate
lines, extending as they did for a dis-
tance of over thirty miles, and defend-
ed by less than fifty thousand men, are
tbe best evidence of the skill of their
commander, as well as the valor .of the
besieged. Not until tbe following year,
and until his base of supplies was
threatened by other converging Union
armies, was Lee compelled to evacuate
the city.

Had it not been for the approach of
Sherman from tbe south, and the bril-

liant and effective campaign of Slier i --

dan, in which he easily routed the force
sent by Lee to protect bis communica-
tion with Lynchburg, there is no tell-
ing how long tbe Confederate capital
might have held out.

The defense of Richmond will al-

ways stand but iu history as one of tbe
